	Welcome to Holy Week
Today we enter Holy Week, the high point of the Church’s liturgical year, when we will celebrate the great mystery of our salvation when Our Lord Jesus Christ passes through suffering and death to the new life of the resurrection.
In celebrating the paschal mystery of Jesus’ passing over from death to resurrection, we are also celebrating that passing over from death to resurrection in our own journey into the fullness of life.
The message that resounds through the liturgies of Holy Week is that God is with us in our suffering that God positively works in and through suffering.  Jesus’ resurrection is not just a moment of triumph “after” and totally separate from his suffering.  It is a victory born in and of his suffering.  Indeed it has been the Church’s instinct from the very earliest times that Jesus’ passage to new life occurred through his suffering and death.  Hence, we celebrate the pashcal mystery of Jesus’ death and resurrection, rather than the resurrection alone, as the crown of the liturgical year.
It is not simply a matter of progression, but a passage in which both death and resurrection are inextricably connected in the unity of the one paschal mystery.  In his post-resurrection appearances, this unity is visibly expressed in the very body of the risen Christ who bears for all eternity the wounds of his suffering love.

We begin today, Passion Sunday with the Procession of the Palms, recalling Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem.  The mood at this point is exultant.  A happy crowd exuberantly cheers him as he enters the city.  But there is a certain hollowness in their cheering.  The mood changes quickly and dramatically with the story of Jesus’ horrendous passion and death.

We are then confronted with the horror of Jesus’ ghastly end and indeed with our role in it.  We join in crying “hosanna” in the liturgy of the palms, but, all too soon afterwards, the crowd turns nasty and we, with the crowd, cry “crucify him.”  It is as if we were watching carelessly from the sidelines as an innocent man is put to death, more like mere observers than followers of Jesus at this stage of the drama.
In just a few days times, on Good Friday, we will come again to ponder the Gospel account of Jesus’ passion and death (Jn 18: 1-19;42).  But then we will listen in the light of the events of Holy Thursday.  When Jesus washes the disciples’ feet, shares the Passover meal with them, and teaches them about what is to come.  On Good Friday we will recognise Jesus himself as the Passover lamb, the suffering servant, the 

Innocent victim, the Lord and Teacher who washes the feet of the disciples, the high priest who is like us in all things but sin, and the source of eternal salvation.
But the mood is entirely different.  We will listen – not as mere observers – but as his disciples, following in his way, called to imitate his servant ministry and to enter into the paschal mystery that unfolds for each of us in our own lives.
