	Is He Real?
Somewhere in Australia a parent or grandparent is sitting at the family computer, and is “skyping” a child or grandchild living overseas.  That has now become a common happening in families.  Technology has given us a new way of being present to one another.   It is not quite like a physical presence, but it is still real.
When I read the Easter gospels and think about how I might explain the stories about the risen Jesus, I think about people skyping one another.  The stories about the risen Jesus appearing to the disciples are about how he was present to them in a new way.

He was really with them, but not in the same way as before his crucifixion.  You will notice in a number of the Easter stories that the disciples could not recognise Jesus.  Mary Magdalene met him outside the tomb on Easter Sunday morning, but could not recognise him.  She thought he was the gardener, until he spoke to her and called her by name.  Jesus walked with the two disciples on the road to Emmaus, and even though he talked with them, they did not recognise him until he broke the bread with him.  Later that day Jesus appeared to the rest of the disciples.  Until he showed them the wounds on his hands and feet, they thought they were seeing a ghost.
The disciples did not recognise him because there was something different about him.  After his resurrection Jesus no longer appeared simply as a human being, as he did before his death.  When the disciples met the risen Jesus, they experienced him as both divine and human.  To show them that he was still the same Jesus who was crucified, he showed them the marks of the nails in his hands and his feet.  And to show them that he was real, and not a product of their imagination, he did things like taking a piece of fish and eating it in front of them.

Before his resurrection Jesus’ appearance was that of an ordinary human being.  People could touch, see and talk with him.  He was real to them.  They did not need faith to do those things.

But the resurrection is a mystery of faith, and the disciples’ meetings with the risen Jesus were experiences of faith.  What the Easter stories want to make clear is that Jesus was really alive, and that the disciples’ meetings with him were real, and not just some fantasy.

The Easter gospels also tell us that Jesus is really alive in our world and in our lives.  His presence is just as real today for us as it was for the disciples in today’s gospel.  Back then Jesus offered them only fish for their breakfast.  We might think that was some kind of miracle.  But today there is a miracle for us.  Instead of fish for breakfast, in the Eucharist he offers us his own self.  In the bread and wine of communion we are nourished with his own self.

WALKING WITH INIGO ‹ THE IGNATIAN CAMINO
In September 2013 a team from Campion ‹Fr Michael Smith SJ and Mrs Helen Lucas ‹ will guide a group of pilgrims who will walk the 640 km pilgrim route taken by Saint Ignatius of Loyola in 1522 from his home in Spain¹s Basque country to Montserrat and Manresa. The ³Camino Ignaciano,² or the ³Ignatian way² begins at the birthplace of Ignatius Loyola in Spain¹s Basque country, in a village near the small town of Azpeitia. From there, the route proceeds through picturesque mountains, deserts, and plains, before ending in the town of Manresa near Barcelona. Ignatius rested in this town for some months after his journey from Loyola. Manresa was a place of profound spiritual enlightenment for him. Here he composed his spiritual masterpiece, the Spiritual Exercises. Pilgrims will walk virtually the same route that Ignatius did, pass through many towns that he did, pray at churches where he did, and marvel at the same natural wonders that he saw.

OUR FAITH IN JESUS THE SACRAMENT OF GRACE

‘But when the goodness and kindness of God our Saviour appeared, he (Jesus Christ) saved us ...’ from the letter to Titus (3:5). The author is speaking of the grace (graciousness) of God, offering us salvation (transformation), in and through the gift of his Son, Jesus. He is, in fact, the original sacrament, the original sign and instrument of God, the outstanding sign and instrument of God's loving, helping, healing, and transforming presence and action in the world. His human words are the Word of God as well, and his human love is the embodiment of God's love for people, God's caring, accepting, forgiving, reconciling, liberating and transforming love. He was and remains the human face of God, God’s humanity, revealing God‘s ‘amazing grace’ in dozens of human ways. 

To speak of Jesus as sacrament of grace, then, is to speak of how God's love has been made visible and tangible and real in him, both during his years on earth and as he lives and acts in Christians today by means of his Spirit, his second self, the Holy Spirit that he has passed on to his followers.

Our Guest Speaker is our former Parish Priest, Fr Max Vodola who will help us celebrating the 50th anniversary of the Second Vatican Council by delivering a Talk with the topic: 

“Pope John XXIII

    and understanding the Council that changed the World”.
Fr. Max after been ordained priest in 1997 continued to study church history with a special focus on the Second Vatican Council. He made a lot of research and study about Pope John XXIII: his life, his ideas of Church reformation and everything that led Pope John to call for an Ecumenical Council (Vatican II) which changed the world. Fr Max was Parish Priest of North Reservoir from 2002 till 2007 after which he continued his full time study for a few years until receiving the degree of Doctorate in Church History from Monash University. Other decrees that Dr Max Vodola holds are: Bachelor of Theology, Master of Theological Studies and Master of Arts.  His Doctorate thesis was of “John XXIII, Vatican II and the Genesis of Aggiornamento: A Contextual Analysis of Angelo Roncalli’s works on San Carlo Borromeo in relation to the late twentieth Century church reform”.  Dr Max is currently a member of the Department of Church History and lectures in the history of the Church in Australia and Vatican II.  He is Parish Priest of the Parishes of St. Brendan Flemington and Holy Rosary Kensington.
