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Power of the risen Christ
“Whom God raised from the dead.”  This is the way St Peter characterises Christ in his confrontation with the leaders of the people and the elders who refused to believe in the resurrection and consequently rejected the risen Christ.  St Peter needs to give them further ‘proofs’ of the resurrection. 
The ‘proofs’ are in the manifestations of the same power that raised Christ.  The first such proof is the power and confidence with which Peter speaks to them.  The leaders and elders probably knew this when Jesus was brought to trial and then executed on the cross, and Peter and the other disciples ran away in fear.  Peter is now confronting them directly and accusing them of having crucified Jesus.

Christ is the one, “whom you crucified.”  Peter is telling them; the inner power that drives me to speak like this is the same power that raised Christ from the dead.  Because I know that I have this power, I have no fear of you.  The second ‘proof’ that Peter gives them is one that they cannot deny: it is the good deed that Peter performed to enable the cripple to walk.  Peter tells them that the power that enabled him to do this was the same resurrection power.  Confident, courageous preaching and healing are the effects of the power of resurrection.
When we speak confidently of our faith we can be as fearless as St Peter.  We have within us the same resurrection power that raised Christ from the dead.  We do not need to be afraid of anyone or anything.  The same applies to our efforts to confront injustice and to help the sick and the poor.  The power that moves us to do these works is the same power that raised Jesus from the dead and that empowered St Peter.

In the reading from John’s gospel we also find a reference to the resurrection:  “This is why the Father loves me, because I lay down my life in order to take it up again.”  Jesus’ enemies thought that they were proving the superiority of their power by executing him but in reality he was freely laying down his life.

Similarly, it was he who, after giving up his life, took it up again.  Resurreciton power is the love of the Father for his Son Jesus.  God’s love is shown in Jesus’ free giving of his life in order to take it up again.  This can be linked to an earlier statement in today’s reading:  “The good shepherd lays down his life for his sheep.”  The love of the Father for the Son empowers him to lay down his life; the same love empowers him to take up his life again.  Resurrection power is the power of love.
