	I am the Way
During the period between the resurrection of Jesus and the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost we are invited to be one in spirit with the disciples.  We can imagine that their minds often returned to think about the things Jesus had taught them and particularly to that momentous conversation at the Last Supper.  It was then that Jesus had been at pains to prepare them for the future.  He would return to his Father, but would not leave them orphans.  He was going to prepare a place for them and for all of us – what a consolation it is to know that there are many rooms in his Father’s house: room for all of us!
Nevertheless, for all Jesus’ efforts to reassure the disciples, they clearly remained confused and uncertain.  Thomas confessed that he did not know where Jesus was going and it would be interesting to know how much he understood of Jesus’ reply to his request for directions: “I am the way.”  By the time John wrote his Gospel, many years had elapsed and there had been time to think through and piece together the story.  We are the beneficiaries of that prayer and reflection.

By the time the gospels and the New Testament letters were being written, the disciples and their early Christian communities had grasped the fact that the key to a successful journey through life was to be united to Jesus and to imitate him, to live as he had lived.  But we should not imagine that this discovery had left them comfortably sure about how to resolve every problem that beset them.  We see how there were real tensions about how to deal with the practical problem of ensuring that everyone was being properly fed; and it was this that led to the ordination of the first deacons.

Meanwhile Peter recognises that following the way demands faith in the person of Jesus, whom he describes as a living stone, the precious cornerstone around which the whole Church is being built.  If we do not put our faith in this word of God, then Jesus becomes the stone in the way, the stone that we will trip over.  Jesus’ assurance was that his returning to the Father would enable us to live as he did, to perform the works he had performed.  In fact he promises that we will perform even greater works: therein lays the challenge for us.
Do we believe in this way?  Do we believe that Jesus has set us apart to be “a royal priesthood and a consecrated nation”?  Do we believe that he has sent us his Spirit so that we too can solve the problems that beset us?

Lord help us to walk in your way; help us to know your word is truth so that we can live in your wonderful light.  Deepen our faith in all your promises so that, when you return, we will be ready to greet you, and be reunited with all who have gone before us.
