	I Will Raise Him Up
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Today’s gospel is one of only three passages where Jesus brings back to life someone who has died.  Apart from this widow of Nain’s son, we recall the raising of Lazarus, the brother of Mary and Martha, as well as Jairus’ daughter.  All three involve women; and in all three, Jesus is moved by compassion to act.  This particular passage must be read carefully because each verse offers a significant insight.  It begins by describing that Jesus had arrived at the gates of Nain, with his disciples and a large crowd.  Jesus’ ministry is growing and he is attracting a following of not only of disciples but also of many more besides.  His teaching, healing and ministry are reaching beyond the inner circle, to touch and transform the lives of so many.  On his way into the gates of Nain, he is met by a widow coming out of the gates on her way to bury her only son.  She too is accompanied by a large crowd.  This woman is well respected; she has many friends who have come to be with her, to share in her grief, to support her.  Yes, they realise what being a widow and losing her only son will mean.  A life of hardship is beginning for her, as she now has no male presence in her household, to provide for her, and to help her with her daily tasks.  Yet her crowd of supporters show that she will not be alone in burying her son.  Upon seeing this scene of a mother crying and lamenting the death of her only son, Jesus is immediately moved to compassion.  He says, “Do not weep”.  And then he acts, by touching the bier, and commanding, “Young man, I say to you, rise!”  The dead man rises and begins to speak.  Jesus hands him back to his mother.  We note that the bier is not an enclosed coffin but a woven stretcher upon which the dead body, covered in a shroud, can be carried.  Jewish purity laws prohibit anyone touching a dead body, but Jesus’ compassion ignores such prohibition.  He responds to the anguish of the young man’s mother.  She will not be left alone without no man to help her. Those around him, both in his own circle and in the group with the widow, are filled with fear but also with awe: they glorify God.  All have witnessed a miracle: God has acted for his people. God is not outside their lives, but present in the here and now of their joys and sorrows.   This story goes beyond the life and times of first century Palestine.  It reaches us today with that same sense of urgency and compassion.  Who among us now is suffering pain, loss and hardship?  Who among us is deprived of human contact?  As contemporary followers of Jesus, we were not among his inner circle accompanying him on his many travels.  Still, we can respond in compassion to those beyond our own inner circles.  Today’s gospel requires that we too respond with compassion to these others-to strangers, to the outcast, to the silenced, and to all who feel themselves to be spiritually dead.

Let us together continue to make Jesus Real and live out the Parish reflective Motto: “Let us Work together”. I thank you all for making me welcome and for all your kindness, help, prayers and support.
