	Called and Gifted
Peter and his mates had a nice little earner.  They were shrewd and hardworking fishermen on the Lake of Galilee.  Fish were abundant on the lake. They smoked their catch and exported it on the prosperous Egyptian market.  Of course, nothing was simple.  In business it never is.  They had to buy fishing licences from the toll collectors who took a percentage of their earnings.
But, they knew a few tax dodges.  They fished around Bethsaida, but lived in Capernaum across the border where there was a less demanding tax regime.  Despite the tax break, not having caught any fish all night was a financial worry.

Jesus chose fishing folk to be among the first recipients of his good news of salvation.  He ‘caught’ them in a ‘fishy’ manner with a miraculous draft of fish.  Here was a mighty work of God that became for them a sign of God’s prodigious power.  It was also an astonishing sign of Jesus’ great love for them.  And so it is not surprising that Jesus chose a homely fishing image to describe the role of his disciples: “Do not be afraid, from now on it is men you will catch.” (Lk.5:10) It is worth noting how these disciples are called.  They are not in some shrine or holy place.  The call happens in the midst of their daily occupations.  They are called not because they are particularly well qualified; or of impeccable character; or brimming with potential.  They are ordinary people trying to earn a crust and preoccupied with the pressing immediacy of daily life.  But, they are extraordinary.
They are chosen and blessed by Jesus.

The call of the first disciples is a prototype of the call of every disciple.  Christ meets us and loves us where we are in life.  He calls us to see that there is more to life than the mundane – earning a living, paying taxes etc.  That sense of more invites us to reorder our priorities to fit the demands of the Kingdom of God.  It reminds us that we are not just robots performing tasks.  We are sons and daughters of the Father.  We are drawn into the realm of God’s love.  We are gifted to help and inspire others to be open to this great blessing.
This year, Pope Benedict XIV calls the whole Church to engage in a Year of Faith.  He asks each member of the Church to rediscover and study the fundamentals of faith and “to restore God’s presence in the world and give men and women access to the faith by enabling them to entrust themselves to God who, in Jesus Christ, loved us to the end.”  This task was once considered to be the exclusive province of clergy, missionaries and religious.  Now it is acknowledged to be the duty of every baptised person.  This involves professing our faith with renewed conviction, confidence and hope.  It involves testifying to our faith in public.  It asks that we act responsibly and live in harmony with the Gospel.
We are all called by God and gifted to be fishers of men and women.
