	Who is my Neighbour?
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There is a message for us Christians in the gospel of today.  As the ethnic makeup of our society begins to change, are we willing to cross the barriers of racial prejudice and religious pride?  Obviously the Jews found this quite a barrier to the love of neighbour.
You could hardly call the Jews and Samaritans the best of friends.  In the Second Century before the time of Christ, the Jews had destroyed the chief place of worship of the Samaritan people, their temple on Mount Gerizim.  In response to this the Samaritans had thrown the bones of pigs into the temple in Jerusalem.  There was a saying among the Jews that eating the bread of a Samaritan was like eating the food of a pig.

But of course none of these travellers on the road would have known anything about the man who had been beaten up by robbers.  He was unconscious so could not speak and he was naked as he had been robbed of his clothes.  Clothes took time to make and were expensive in those far off days, so naturally the robbers took them as well as his money.  He could have been dead as far as anyone knew, and to touch him would be legally unclean according to the laws of purification.

We admire the compassion and strength of the Samaritan, but this is not something that comes suddenly when such love and compassion is actually needed.  It is something that one has to cultivate each day, so that when a real test comes we are equal to that challenge.
The Scribe’s question, “who is my neighbour?” could be paraphrased as “who deserves to receive my love?”  In this parable, Jesus turns the question around, to mean in effect, “who do you think was capable of giving compassion and love?”  The Scribe is unable even to say the name “Samaritan”.  He cannot, however, deny the Samaritan’s act of loving concern.  Many news items tells us of people casually walking past someone in great need of attention, be it because of an accident or a crime.  Perhaps we may never be called upon to render assistance to such and unfortunate victim.  We will, however, increasingly meet people of different race and religion.   Certainly people of different cultures are already part of our parish family.  Will we show ourselves to be like the priest and the Levite and pass them by without even a kind word or salutation?  Or will we be, as a true follower of Christ, a Good Samaritan and a true friend to all who are brothers and sister in Christ.

As with all Jesus’ teachings, they are meant for us here and now.  We must be able to apply them to ourselves in our own situation.  The question he puts to us today is not, who is worthy or receiving our neighbourly love – but who is capable of giving it?

Am I?

THE YEAR OF FAITH
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“The light of faith does not make us forget the sufferings of this world. How many men and women of faith have found mediators of light in those who suffer! So it was with Saint Francis of Assisi and the leper, or with Blessed Mother Teresa of Calcutta and her poor. They understood the mystery at work in them. In drawing near to the suffering, they were certainly not able to eliminate all their pain or to explain every evil. Faith is not a light which scatters all our darkness, but a lamp which guides our steps in the night and suffices for the journey. To those who suffer, God does not provide arguments which explain everything; rather, his response is that of an accompanying presence, a history of goodness which touches every story of suffering and opens up a ray of light. In Christ, God himself wishes to share this path with us and to offer us his gaze so that we might see the light within it. Christ is the one who, having endured suffering: is "the pioneer and perfector of our faith" 
(Heb 12:2).”
