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Feast for all
I was having coffee with my friends Tracey and Fran, when Tracey mentioned she was confused about a comic routine she’d seen.  The performer had been making fun of gospel stories, and Tracey didn’t know quite how to react.  The message was that those events could never have happened.  It would be outside the realms of possibility.  Fran piped up at once ‘Taking it seriously doesn’t mean taking it literally.’ ‘Yes that’s what I thought,’ replied Tracey, ‘Sometimes I think we’re too ready to take gospel stories literally, when they are actually rich in symbolism.’  ‘The writer of John’s gospel’ I said, ‘is a case in point.  He saw Jesus’ miracles as signs’ that pointed to something deeper, something beyond.  So we got to talking about these ideas, and about how metaphors can open doorways into the meaning of ‘mystery’.  Today’s gospel of the loaves and fishes came up for discussion.  I jumped in to say that I believe it’s a story about how Jesus has the power to satisfy, not only empty stomachs but also empty hearts.  In words that remind us of the last Supper, the writer shows Jesus thanking his Father and personally feeding the hungry crowd.  He becomes a nourishing presence to each person there.  We see the Good Shepherd looking after his flock.  The disciples weren’t able to deal with the people’s hunger on their own; but if they placed the little they had in ‘Jesus’ hands, he could ensure the hungry were satisfied.  And all of us agreed the story was about a hunger that is for something more important than bread.  Tracey told us that these thoughts really helped her to appreciate the meaning of the gospel story.  Our coffee had started to get cold, but we were busily chatting about the times when our deepest hunger our longings, though real, couldn’t be put into words.  One of us then said something quite beautiful – ‘God is the Mystery who turns longing into be-longing.’  Suddenly it was pretty clear to us – that’s also what the story is about.  No-one is turned away from the meal.  God’s loving-kindness is so great that all are counted among the flock.  The bountiful feast is for everyone!  ‘What does that say about how much God loves us?’  Fran asked, as she settled back into the sofa.  ‘Twelve baskets left over!  And I’ve heard that the number 12 is used in the scriptures to stand for universality’.  God’s generosity ensures there’s always more than enough.  This beautiful story underlines how the One with unlimited resources wants nothing more than to give it away to us, who have nothing.  We decided that our best response to this story would be to promise to love one another with the wholly unearned love that flows from God.

EMPOWERING LEADERSHIP IN TOUGH TIMES

Drawing on the life and writings of St Teresa of Ávila, Dr Donna Orsuto (Rome) offers some practical wisdom on leadership and how to remain faithful in tough times. St Teresa of Ávila lived in an age of exploration as well as political, social and religious upheaval. She was misunderstood, misjudged and opposed in her efforts at reform. Yet she struggled on, courageous and faithful. In 1970 she was declared a Doctor of the Church for her writings and teachings on prayer, one of only two women to be honoured in this way.
