	Living the Eucharist 
Most days I can hear loud chatter and raucous laughter coming from the parish hall.  The source of merriment: the ladies from the meals on wheels group.  The group has been active for nearly 25 years and does a wonderful job feeding the poor, thanks to the generosity of the many volunteers and donors.
Five days a week, the meals on wheels ladies buy ingredients, cook and deliver 40 lunch packs, which usually consist of chicken or fish, vegetables, eggs, salad and yoghurt.  The meals are delivered to the neediest, irrespective of race or religion.  Many of the recipients live in the nearby slums and struggle to make ends meet. The ladies spend time befriending the recipients, many of whom are elderly, bedridden or lonely.  Each day before the meal deliveries, it is customary for the ladies to pray for the recipients and the donors.  Occasionally all the ladies from the various teams come together for the Eucharist.  During these special celebrations, they thank God, remember all the recipients, volunteers and donors who have died, and seek God’s continued blessing upon their outreach.

I have been present for some of the meal deliveries.   The recipients eagerly await the arrival of the ladies who bring precious gifts of food and friendship.  Seeking the smiles, joy and gratitude which are so obvious in these encounters, you realise that something truly blessed is taking place.

Over the last few weeks we have been reading from the sixth chapter of St John’s gospel, often referred to as the bread of Life discourse.  In today’s passage the table is finally set, with the very Body and Blood of Jesus.  His self-giving, fulfilled on the cross, is now made present in the Eucharist which is both a gift given and an invitation to self-giving.  The Eucharist strengthens us for our daily giving of ourselves for the sake of others so that we all might share more abundantly in divine life.  Jesus constantly gave his life for others.  He healed, preached, fed, listened, taught, forgave and prayed.  He left for us a model of how we too are called to Eucharist living.  The work of the meals on wheels group is an example of this.
All of us can be self giving like Jesus because by eating his flesh and drinking his blood we become Jesus, the Body of Christ.  We are transformed by what we eat and drink, enabling us to ‘remain’ in Jesus.  Eucharist goes beyond the walls of the church building and characterizes our lives as Christians.  The greatest thanks we can give God for the gift of Jesus in the Eucharist is to give of ourselves to others to build up the Body of Christ.
