	A Coastal Woman and Her Puppy
I recall speaking with a congregation after Mass one morning back in the 1970s, shortly after Vatican II. We were talking about change in the Church and how change in itself was neither good nor bad.  We discussed how it was the outcome of change that mattered, rather than change itself.
A gentleman in the congregation was not happy with what I said and he sprang into the main aisle,raised his arm and loudly challenged what I was saying about change in the Church.  I was a bit taken aback and did not know what to say.  “Well, I said, “you wouldn’t have been able to do that before Vatican II”.  Everyone laughed, and to my happy surprise, so did the man who challenged me.  Without realising it he himself had changed, and when he realised it he actually felt quite free, released to embrace something large in life.

Pope Francis has spoken about some of the change he has experienced in his life.  Also in the 1970s, as a young Jesuit leader in Argentina, Fr George Bergoglio could sometimes be inflexible in dealing with his fellow Jesuits, and a bit slow to appreciate the opinions and positions of others.  At the end of his first term in leadership the still young priest had time to experience other aspects of Church, and further dimensions of life.  He had time to reflect on leadership through the prism of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. He admits the change he experienced within himself freed him to know in a new way the joy of the Gospel and the tenderness of God.
In the Gospel reading for today a most unlikely character, a Canaanite woman from the district of Tyre and Sidon steps into the life of Jesus and with him begins a conversation that prompts Jesus to change.  The story is interesting because in the Tyre and Sidon steps into the life of Jesus and with him begins a conversation that prompts Jesus to change.  He is in Roman lands over on the Mediterranean coast and out of his familiar territory in Galilee.
The unnamed woman calls out to Jesus to help her suffering daughter.  Jesus has the idea that it is not his calling to assist people other than those of the house of Israel, so he doesn’t answer her.  It is his disciples who prompt him to change.  “Give her a fair go”, they say to him.  By this time the woman is kneeling right in front of Jesus and still seeking help for her daughter.  Jesus then tells her why he can’t help, that he was only sent to the people of Israel.

Then the woman begins to pull Jesus’ leg with a humorous story:  “Even my little puppy here under the table gets a better deal than that – at least I feed him, even if I go without”.  That does it.  The woman breaks through into the way Jesus had been thinking.  That experience leads him to see where God is leading him – that he has come not only for the people of Israel but for all humanity.  The woman and her puppy changed Jesus.  “O God, Let all the nations praise you!”    Psalm  66

	PASTORAL REFLECTION IN PRAYERFUL PREPARATION
FOR THE ROYAL COMMISSION’S PUBLIC HEARING
Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

Recently, our world has been shocked by the tragedy of flight MH17.  It was unthinkable that an attack on a domestic plane should become a reality. The reactions have been strong and varied … disbelief, shock, anger, sadness, loss, grief, uncertainty. The impact of the loss of 298 innocent people has been palpable. The devastation for families, friends and local communities is so evident. 

The Church has been coming to terms with a reality born out of the unthinkable – that in our history there were some in ministry, entrusted with the care of our children, who violated their trust and innocence in a way that has brought such devastating consequences. We respond with profound sadness, disgust and regret for the anguish of victims, families and friends. Parish communities have grappled with understanding how these despicable acts could have ever happened. 

The Royal Commission is investigating the experiences in many institutions and how they responded to reports of abuse. We support those who lead the Royal Commission as they make their determinations regarding the past and future practice for all institutions, including the Catholic Church. 

The Royal Commission will have a public hearing in Melbourne from August 18 to 29. The Archdiocese of Melbourne and the Melbourne Response will be examined. 

Recently Pope Francis met with victims. At that time he asked God “for the grace to weep and make reparations for her sons and daughters who betrayed their mission, who abused innocent persons”. May we learn from the past.  I pray we will listen more carefully to the pain of victims and offer support and reparation which will bring healing. May leaders of the Church seek forgiveness for the betrayal which stole innocence from God’s beloved. 

It is our duty in homes, schools and communities to provide a safe environment where children are loved, protected and nurtured. We will do all in our power to ensure the Catholic Church is a place where all children may flourish. Society demands it…our Gospel demands it! 

May God’s grace heal the broken hearted and strengthen us in our service.
