	Eucharist at Heart of it
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Those of us who are parents or teachers in Catholic schools often hear the complaint, “Why do I have to go to Church?  I get nothing out of going to Mass every Sunday!  I can pray to God in my own bedroom!  What makes going to Sunday Mass so special?”

The complainants have a point.  If we truly believe that Jesus is the incarnation of God, then we must accept that no church, denomination or religion has a monopoly on God!

Our claim is not that God became Catholic, but that God became human.  And, thus, all people, places and things can be sacramental, providing opportunities to encounter the presence of God.  We can, indeed, find God in a Catholic church, but also in a Jewish Synagogue, a Muslim mosque, a Hindu temple, a family meal, a wild garden, or a beautiful sunset.

So, what makes going to Sunday Mass so special?  Today’s Gospel provides an answer.  In this extract from Luke (14:1.7-14), we are told of an incident when Jesus shared a Sabbath meal in the home of one of the leading pharisees.  Jesus noticed how the guests jostled for the “places of honour” at table, and he chided them by telling them a couple of “parables” that poked fun at their pretentiousness.  Sharing meals with others-often called “table fellowship” – was an important aspect of Jesus’ ministry; and it continues to be central to our religious practice as Christians.  Jesus made the invisible God of love present eating with all:  the rich and powerful; the poor and humble; and even his enemies.  For Jesus and for us, table fellowship – expressed primarily in the Sunday Eucharist – is a radical sacrament of God’s presence to all, regardless of their gender, financial means, social standing or station in life.  We can fully express the Christian ethic of openness to all only by sharing communion with others.  As members of the Church we continue Christ’s ministry to make God’s love present through public action in prayer, worship, charity and social activity. In this mission, Eucharist in central.  Table fellowship is an indispensable sign of the Incarnation.  With the coming of Jesus, all distinctions between peoples and all boundaries between nations were abolished.  As St Paul points out, “in Christ there is no distinctions between Jew and Greek, slave and free, woman and man” (Gal 3:27-28; cf. Rom 10:12; 1 Cor 12:13; Col 3:11).  Christians are called to be people “without boundaries”; open to all.  One may say that “I live a good Christian life without needing to go to church”.  That is usually understood to mean that the person concerned is claiming to live according to Jesus’ moral, charitable and ethical precepts.  But can we really reduce Christianity to a system of ethical behaviour?  In the words of the second Vatican Council, the Eucharist is both the “source” and “summit” of our lives of prayer and action.  So, while it may be true that one can be “present” to God in one’s bedroom, it is only in our Eucharistic “gathering” that God’s “presence” through Jesus is made visible and available to the wider world.

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Father’s Day Appeal
for the Sick and Retired Priests of Melbourne.
 
This weekend of Father’s Day we take up the annual special collection for the Sick and Retired Priests of Melbourne. Priests generally retire at 75 years according to Canon (Church) Law. 89 Melbourne priests are currently retired, they have ministered in most Melbourne Parishes. Out of these 89 retired priests, 4 are aged in their 90s, 41 retired priests are aged in their 80s, 23 are aged between 75-80, 18 between 66-75 and also 3 priests aged under 65 who have retired due to ill health. The Retirement Foundation meets their needs. Retired Priests have served us well. Most have served 50 years in parish ministry before retiring (at age 75). They are grateful for your support now and in the future. There are 13 priests over 75 and 65 priest aged 65-75 who are still working in Melbourne Parishes – they will soon need our support. There will be an average of 6 retirements each year for the next six years. Donations of $2 or more are tax deductible. Receipts are issued by mid-July for gifts of $5 or more. Please give generously by using the special envelope which is among the set of the thanksgiving envelopes or the special envelopes that are around the seats or by any lose donation at the special leaving collection.
