	Go in Peace
Some years ago I worked in a city church which attracted large crowds to its ceremonies.  At one of the Sunday masses the church was packed.  During mass the congregation sang well and fully participated in what was happening.  But when the mass ended, something rather unusual happened.  When they got into their cars, many became impatient and aggressive.
People who had earlier prayed together, given the sign of peace to one another and received communion were now angry drivers.  They were tooting their car horns at one another and some were trying to push in so they could get home quicker.  The church carpark was seemingly a dangerous place in the city on a Sunday morning and had almost become the complete opposite of the Eucharist celebration.
When I read today’s gospel, it made me think about that city church.  It talks about the religious practices of the Jewish leaders at the time of Jesus, and particularly about the rituals of washing when they returned home after spending time away from the house.  They observed these rituals very carefully, but were condemned by Jesus because they had lost sight of the more important demands of their religion.  He accuses them of hypocrisy and lip-service only.  What is important is not the rituals, but what is in people’s hearts.  Goodness is not to be equated simply with carrying out religious rituals.
To the casual observer the same criticisms Jesus had of the Jewish religious leaders could be levelled at the churchgoers in the carpark.  The devout congregation has taken part in the great ritual of the mass and then transformed into something not so nice in the carpark.  The casual observer could get the impression that what happens in church has got nothing to do with how people behave once the mass has ended.  He or she might even think the rituals are the most important part of our Catholic faith while people’s behavior doesn’t really matter.

Our Catholic tradition is full of rituals.  There are the great rituals of the sacraments and especially the mass.  Then there are the other countless rituals that are used by Catholics, such as holy water and touching or kissing a crucifix or statue.  Although his name was taken off the list of recognized saints, people still have a St Christopher medal in their cars.  Today’s gospel gives us the opportunity to think about our attitude towards these kinds of rituals.  Unless they are underpinned by a living faith, they become just another form of superstition.  As expressions of faith, they remind us of God’s constant presence, care and protection for us in all life’s situations.



WORLD DAY OF PRAYER FOR THE CARE OF CREATION 
Tuesday 1 September
Pope Francis has declared 1 September a day of prayer for the Universal Church. He says it will give individuals and communities an opportunity to implore God's help in protecting creation and an opportunity to ask God's forgiveness ‘for sins committed against the world in which we live’.
Pope Francis announced his decision to add the annual prayer day to the Catholic calendar in a letter to Cardinal Peter Turkson, president of the Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace, and to Cardinal Kurt Koch, president of the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity.  The Pope asked Cardinal Koch to consult with and work with the Catholic Church's ecumenical partners and the World Council of Churches to make sure the prayer day becomes a sign of Christians' commitment to work together to safeguard creation ‘in order to be more credible and effective’. 
Pope Francis entrusted to the Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace the task of working with Catholic bishops' conferences and environmental organisations to publicise and coordinate the specifics of the celebration.

CHURCH WITHOUT FRONTIERS, MOTHER TO ALL
101st WORLD DAY OF MIGRANTS AND REFUGEES 30 AUGUST 2015
For this year’s World day of Migrants and Refugees, Pope Francis has chosen the reflective theme: Church Without Frontiers, Mother of All to spread tthroughout the world, a culture of acceptance and solidarity, in which no one is seen as useless, out of place or disposable. The Pope in message drew attention to the on-going conflict in the Middle East and the issues face by asylum seekers and other difficulties faced by migrants. In the whole world there are 51.3 million people who are displaced. Through the means of communiction: newspapers, TV & Radio and Internet, we often hear or read words like “illigal immigrants, queue jumpers, undocmented, boat people, boarder protection. These words lead to cases of suspicion and prejudice which as Pope Francis said, are in conflict with the biblical command of welcoming with respect and solidaritay the stranger in need. In our local communities migrants can sometimes be looked upon with suspicion. Bishop Vincent Long as the Australian Catholic Bishops delagate for migrants and refugees is encouraging people to respond to Christ calling by expressing solidarity to our fellow brothers and sisters: lending a helping hand, just say hello or even just a simple smile. Many of us may never change the world, but let us not forget that we can change the world around us. Ten years ago the late Bishop Joe Grech, the then bishop delegate for migrants and refugees wrote in reflection: “We are all created in the images and likness of God. The challenge for us as followers of Christ is to recognise the dignity of every person and to welcome and to help all cultural and ethnics groups to feel at home in this great country of ours”.

REFUGEE POLICY IN AUSTRALIA: A PANEL DISCUSSION
Wednesday 2 September, 7-9pm.  The Carmelite Centre, 214 Richardson Street Mill Park.

In the first five months of 2015, 105,000 people crossed the Mediterranean seeking refuge in Europe. There are 12 million refugees and 60 million displaced people in the world today. During 2013, 32,200 persons per day had to leave their homes and seek protection elsewhere—more than the total number of asylum seekers arriving in Australia in a year. The panel will feature Julian Burnside QC, an Australian barrister, human rights and refugee advocate and author, and Father Ken Peterson, a Carmelite with broad experience in leadership and ministry in a number of parishes. Currently, Fr Ken is a Director of the Sancta Sophia Meditation Community Warburton, working in the areas of spirituality and interfaith dialogue.
