	The outsiders
Some years ago, Franciscan theologian Richard Rohr visited Australia and was interviewed on ABC Radio National’s ‘Religion Report’ (2006).  In that interview, he talked of his understanding of the Christ-event as originally a reform message for all religious devotees which had become corrupted once the message became a exclusivist religious movement.

After Constantine, Rohr argued, Christianity bought into the imperial model of ecclesial polity and lost its original radical critique of that very model.  Rohr called this development “Churchianity.”

Mark’s gospel was written at a time when the Jesus movement was anything but part of the status quo.  Mark’s Christians were poor, marginalised, ethnic minorities; many were refugees; most were ex-slaves.  In Mark, Jesus proclaims a new world order that privileges the marginalised and the forgotten; fishers and farmers, reformed prostitutes and tax collectors; or as biblical scholars John Dominic Crossan and Tom Wright have variously called, “a kingdom of nuisances and nobodies.”

The problem that confronted Marks’ Christians, as it does us today, is to steer a middle course between the twin tensions of conformity to cultural expectations and the vocation to reach out to those beyond the margins of “good society.”

Mark’s Jesus is a man who seeks out the fringes of society, fraternising with the outcasts, touching the untouchables, speaking to those with whom he should not speak.

In today’s gospel, Jesus heals a man with a speech impediment from the other side of the Jordan, which effectively means that this man is most likely a Gentile.  Among many of Jesus’ Jewish contemporaries, it was considered a form of spiritual pollution or defilement to encounter anything Gentile, including the human body.

Jesus compounds the apparent offense by his use of spittle to heal the man.  In Greco-Roman circles, spit was considered curative but to Jews it was repulsive and so the use of spittle would have been seen by them as scandalous.

Mark’s Jesus is not a “company man”; which is not to say that Jesus is an “outsider” per se.  Mark’s Jesus is a reputable teacher and scholar – a man of some consequence – but he refuses to operate within the boundaries set by their religious elites or civil authorities, the somebodies of “good society.”

Mark’s Jesus is not interested in “Churchianity” if that means sticking to the rules and excluding foreigners and the sick and the poor.  His is not a kingdom of the wealthy and notable – the “somebodies” in society – but the outsiders, the “nuisances and nobodies.”  Reiterating this same message, the final command in Mark’s gospel is the call to “return to Galilee” (16:7), to the dirt-poor farmers and fishers at the rural fringes of Roman Palestine.
