	Letting God In
There are many kinds of knowing.  We can know something in our heads, like how to make a pancake, or how a movie ends.  Then there’s another kind of knowing, one we experience deep in our hearts.  This kind of knowing relates to special moments in our lives when God touches us deeply and we move to a new level of awareness.  This will often happen during periods of hardship or struggle.
We learn that the freshest water often flows out of the hardest rock.  The hard places of our lives often yield the greatest wisdom, if we can let them become our teacher, we are all, to some degree, like the man healed by Jesus in today’s gospel.  He is certainly in a hard place.  He can do nothing for himself.  He needs the crowd to ask Jesus to come and heal him.  We see how God’s healing spirit acts through Jesus’ feelings, and his eyes and touch.  This miracle of his healing touch is extended to the man in those places wherein he is imperfect and deficient, in other words, Jesus addresses the sources of the man’s suffering.

It’s not fashionable these days to admit failure and neediness, but doing so, even if only in our own hearts, can help to empty our soul of ego.  We can convince ourselves that God calls only the noble, the sinless, the strong, certainly not people as flawed and needy as we are.  This sort of ‘knowing’ needs to be left behind, for as the song says, ‘There is a crack in everything, that’s how the light gets in’. Spiritual growth usually happens in the depths of failure and the valleys of helplessness.  Today’s gospel shows us, if we still need convincing, that Jesus walks among the humble, the needy and the lost.  He is at home in such company.
Like the deaf man, when we accept our weaknesses and needs, we invite God in.  They can become the door by which God’s spirit touches us.  Our God of love can embrace our imperfections as he embraced those of the deaf man, the sinner and the thief.  Yet it takes a pretty strong kind of faith, a deep level of knowing, to believe that God welcomes us just as we are, and responds to who we really are.  We all need God to touch our minds, hearts and bodies with healing love.  When we really look into our hearts, we find out that we are among the little ones, the poor, the sick, the needy, and the lost, who are so close to the heart of God.  Jean Vanier reminds us that ‘It is a deep experience knowing that we are loved and held by God in all our brokenness and littleness’.  
Amen to that!

	FATHER’S DAY APPEAL FOR SICK AND RETIRED PRIESTS OF MELBOURNE

This weekend Father’s Day we will have a special leaving collection to contributing to the Priests’ Retirement Foundation which cares for the Retired and Sick Priests. There are 87 retired priests, 68 of them are age between 75 & 90, 15 between 66 & 75. Most of them have served in parishes for nearly 50 years and over. Some healthy over 80 are still helping out. “Caring for those who cared” is the motto of the Priests retirement Foundation established by Archbishop Frank Little in 1990. The Father’s Day appeal for sick and retired priests has been practised since 1907. 

Envelopes for the appeal are availabe in the church on the seats. You can put your contribution in the envelope and hand it out at the leaving collection. Feel free to take the envelope and send by post your cheque or credit contribution direct to the Priest Retirement Foundation. Contributions of $2 or more are tax deductable and will be recorded. Written receipts of $5 or more will be posted to contributors as soon as the Foundation office can process them. For this reason you need to write your name and address on the envelope. 

The Foundation remains grateful to the Catholic people of Melbourne who so generously respond having last year’s Father’s Day collection with an amount of $562,000 which is 20% of the whole cost ($3,000,000) to care for all the sick and ritered priests in one year.  Other 40% is generated from the tax on Presbytery income which comes from our second collection, Funeral, Wedding and Baptism offering and Christmas and Easter offerings. The rest comes from some investments established by Archbishop Little in 1990. 

The Priests retirement Foundation which depends on your support, has in the last twelve months, assisted our Achbishop Hart in caring for about one hundred sick and retired priests, as the Archbishop himself said in his message on the Appeal Envelope: “I would be most grateful if you can contribute to the Father’s Day Appeal for our retired priests. … Your generous donations have ensured a normal living for our priests who have served actively in the Archdiocese, but who are now elderly and frail”.
