	A fare race
“That’s not fair” is a response that every parent and teacher will have heard from children at different times.  And the reply might be, “Tough; life’s not fair.”
So, what are we to make of the parable Jesus tells us about the workers in the vineyard?  It is not surprising that those who had worked for a full day complained it was not fair that those who had  worked for one hour received the same pay.  Surely Jesus is not telling us, “Tough; life’s not fair”?

To understand the word of God there is a need to look at the bigger picture.  On this question of fairness, there is an important clue from Isaiah when he teaches, “My thoughts are not your thoughts, my ways not your ways – it is the Lord who speaks.”  
Before Jesus relates the parable, he has taught us that “many who are first will be last, and the last, first.”  And that phrase concludes his teaching on the danger of riches and the rewards that come when we renounce ourselves.  To make matters more challenging, Jesus introduces the parable   by saying it is a description of the kingdom of heaven.  This provides the key to understanding what is being asked of us, for there is no doubt that Jesus repeatedly confronts our human way of thinking.  Like us, the disciples struggled to grasp the message of the kingdom: not a kingdom of this world, but a kingdom where those in authority are not to lord it over others but be at their service; a kingdom we inherit as heirs because we are called to be brothers and sisters of the Lord.  Only when we think in this way will we recognise that everyone is of equal dignity.  
We also learn not to judge and to realise that we do not earn our way into the kingdom: entry has been won for us by the Lord and the reward is the same for everyone.  Applying this to the parable we understand those who had to wait all day before they were invited to work were not idle, but had not been offered the opportunities granted to the others.  Bearing this in mind, some people seem to be blessed with far more gifts and opportunities than others.  However, once we look on all our brothers and sisters in the light of the kingdom, then we start to make allowances for them as we hope they will for us.
When we take stock of our experience we know that deep down we are happier not when we are prevailing over others, but when we bring them hope and solace.  With this vision, we reach out to help one another so that we can all fulfil our potential and reap the rewards the Lord has promised.  Surely there can be nothing fairer than that?

The 2017-18 Statement is titled EVERYONE’S BUSINESS Developing an Inclusive and 
Sustainable Economy.
This Social Justice Statement considers Australia’s economic priorities. We draw from the teachings of Pope Francis and his predecessors, highlighting how extreme versions of free-market economics have failed to serve all. Inequality has been growing in Australia. Many have missed out on opportunities to secure stable employment and a just share in income and wealth – even after 26 years of continuous economic growth. When it comes to the social justice of the entire economic system, we draw on new understandings of human development from economics and social policy that emphasise how the wellbeing of humans and all of creation must be an economy’s central purpose. The Church has been part of a global movement for ‘inclusive growth’. It is not just about improving sections of the economy that have failed the poor. It is not about continually picking up people who have fallen through the system and placing them back into a market place that cast them aside in the first place. We call for a new approach that prevents exclusion from the outset and, like the owner of the vineyard in our Gospel reading, engages all people as dignified, active contributors to sustainable and inclusive growth. Over the last 20 years the share of income going to those at the top has risen, while the share flowing to those in the middle and at the bottom has declined ... The wealth of the top 20% wealth group increased by 28% over the period from 2004 to 2012, while by comparison the wealth of the bottom increased by just 3%. (page 5)  Jesus invites us to see others as God sees them, as unique and precious, and to treat them accordingly. It is an offence in the eyes of God to treat people simply as commodities, to be discarded when no longer commercially profitable. We are called to challenge commonly held assumptions and ways of operating that undermine human dignity and damage the most vulnerable of our neighbours. (page 17)
