Josie and I like to meet every so often for coffee and a chat.  Usually we yarn about what’s happening with the kids, or sort out the world’s problems.  One day recently we surprised ourselves when we got to talking about faith, of all things.  Really, it wasn’t so surprising I suppose, because if we’re honest, faith’s an everyday struggle.  Non-believers are all around us, and people of faith often come in for a hard time.
Josie stated talking about the faith she’d had when she was very young.  She wondered what had happened to it, even missed its cosy presence in her life.  “Well”, I ventured, “was that kind of faith really faith?  Or was it magic?”  Faith, we both agreed, goes beyond our need for ‘magic’ solutions to life’s problems.  We sipped our cappuccinos, pondering the implications of what we’d just said, and then started to wonder whether we have enough faith.  We cheered up when we thought about Jesus talking about faith “the size of a mustard seed”.

Josie said she understood that without any faith we never get out of the starting barrier.  That reminded me about some of our friends whose faith had been shaken by events in their lives.  It turned out that we both know people who’ve given away faith altogether.  We yarned about this, deciding that when people have a good understanding of what they believe, they’re not normally quite so ready to abandon it.  An inquiring mind, Josie claimed, isn’t an obstacle to faith – it can actually help us clarify what we believe.  We eyed the fruit tarts on the counter.  “But do you really think you have enough faith to move a mulberry tree into the sea?”  Josie asked, with a doubtful look.  Having passed up on the tarts, I replied, “I think that metaphor describes how, when our faith is strong, it can rearrange much of what we value and hold dear.  When God’s a living Person to whom we relate as friend to friend, our perspective changes.  We learn to choose trust over certainty, and that’s at the heart of it all.”  We were really warming to the topic now.  After ordering a second coffee, Josie recalled a time when she’d been so depressed that her faith seemed to disappear completely.  It was interesting to hear that what she’d discovered was that depression wasn’t the loss of faith; it was actually the moment of faith for her.  Quite a turn-around!

Just before paying the bill, we decided that to have faith in God is to have faith that God is with us.  It helps us deal with whatever life throws at us, and to see meaning in it.

The leap of faith is something we need to take each day.  To help us do this, we go to Mass, read Scripture, and pray.  And our own experience of God is crucially important.  But in the end, there’s no easy way to place all our trust in God’s hands.  We left the café aware of the irony that unknowing is an inevitable aspect of faith.
