	Going for gold
Pope Francis has often pointed to the great extremes of wealth and poverty in our world.  Some critics have accused him of saying that money is “the dung of the devil.”  Francis did not say that.  He is well aware of how important money is to buy the necessities of life.  The pope said that the “unfettered pursuit of money” was “the dung of the devil.”
Pope Francis was referring especially to the single-minded pursuit of money which we witnessed in the lead-up to and since the Global Financial Crisis, with the very wealthy intent on building up their assets and balance sheets.  He calls this greed, building bigger barns as it were, a form of idolatry, exacerbating the poverty of great numbers of people and threatening ecological sustainability.
In Mark’s gospel Jesus invites a rich young man who was admirable in his religious life, but who could not give up his money to the poor so he could follow Jesus more closely.  Jesus’ words are as confronting for us as they were for the disciples: how hard it is for the rich to enter heaven.
Jesus emphasises his point by comparing the challenge with a camel trying to fit through the eye of a needle.  The disciples, now even more astonished, ask who then can be saved.  People cannot save themselves, Jesus replies, but God can, even the rich.  How we use our wealth and opportunities is very serious business in God’s eyes.  Pope Francis insists that this obliges us all to help people in poverty and distress, beginning with those near us, but also looking at the wider global picture.  As he said in Bolivia in 2015, “Working for just distribution of the fruits of the earth and human labour is not mere philanthropy.  It is a moral obligation.  For Christians, the responsibility is even greater: it is a commandment.”  Pope Francis has repeatedly emphasised the urgency of the present moment, warning about the catastrophic consequences of climate change and the astonishing inequality between rich and poor that threatens social stability and international peace.  Whatever wealth we have, over and above our own needs and family responsibilities, God expects us to use it well to benefit others; to help create jobs, produce useful goods, stimulate sustainable investment, and help redress global warming.  God also expects us not to live extravagantly, to profit from arms manufacturing or promote ecologically harmful and unnecessary consurmerism.  It is no accident that Pope Francis wrote Laudato Si’ in close collaboration with those promoting the UN Sustainable Development Goals. After the pope spoke at the United Nations in 2015, the United Nations General Assembly voted overwhelmingly to support the Sustainable Development Goals, mobilise resources to wind back hunger and poverty everywhere, promote greater social equity and moderate climate change as much as possible.  This is where we see God: hungry, thirsty and naked in prison.
