	Transformed
This Second Sunday of Lent is one of my favourite Sundays of the year.  This gospel account of the Transfiguration is so fittingly placed here, just a few weeks before the commemoration of Our Lord’s passion and death.  It is as if, within these few short weeks, we are thrown from the heights to the depths of human existence.  We go from the ecstasy of the Transfiguration to the agony of the Crucifixion.  Before our eyes, the full spectrum of our human experience is graphically depicted.  How often, we too find ourselves thrown from the heights to the pits, from the peaks of happiness and joy to the troughs of darkness and desolation.
I see myself in Peter who, on seeing Jesus in his glory, with his clothing dazzling white, wanted to make three tents-so that Jesus, Moses and Elijah might stay in this place on the mountain.  Then he, along with James and John, could stay with them, and the moment of ecstasy would last indefinitely.  Peter exclaimed, “It is good that we are here.”  We too would like to stay in the moments of ecstasy and keep on with those precious times in life of carefree happiness.  It is then that the world around us is warm and wonderful, and the cares and worries of life fade into oblivion.  But, alas, life is not like that.  It was not so for Jesus, nor for Peter and the disciples; nor is it for us.

Instead, we live most of our lives in “ordinary time,” going about our mundane activities and commitments, facing the struggles, disappointments and challenges that come our way.  We do not hear words from heaven to reassure us of God’s presence.  Rather, we are called to trust in God’s abiding but unseen presence in our lives and in our world, in the hard times as well as in the good.
When Peter next sees Jesus’ in his glory, it will be after his death and resurrection.  Then Jesus’ glory will be revealed in his risen body while still bearing the wounds of his suffering and death.  But Peter doesn’t know that at this point.  He has no idea of the suffering and death that Jesus will soon face.  Nor can he foretell the suffering that he himself will face.
But the message that resounds through the Gospels, and especially in the Easter liturgies, is this:  God works in and through suffering.  Suffering is not an obstacle on our journey to the fullness of life and to the glory that is promised to us. 

Jesus’ resurrection is not just as a moment of triumph ‘after’ Jesus’ suffering and quite separate from it.  It is a mystery of life transformed, born in and of all he underwent.  So too it is for us.

Much and all as we would love to stay on the mountain in the moment of ecstasy, we are called to live in faith, hope and love in the very ordinary times of our lives, with courage and trust that God does not desert us and that all will be well.
