	World’s end

One thing that fascinates many people is how and when the earth might end.  I recently tracked down a couple of newspaper stories about how huge meteors have either passed close to earth or are on track to do so.  Scientists can provide us with information about how close a particular comet might come, or the odds of it hitting the earth and the damage it may cause.  While no one can predict the future, we know the earth’s life is finite.  Whether the end comes from some catastrophe, evolution or radical climate change, we do not know.  But one thing is for sure, life on earth will one day cease to exist.

The people of Jesus’ times also believed the world would end.  Unlike people today who have a superior knowledge of science, people 2,000 years ago based their beliefs purely on religious grounds.  They believed the end would result from some kind of divine intervention.  Not having the same scientific knowledge that we do, they understood God would somehow end the world.  Wars and natural disasters like earthquakes, plagues and famine would signal the end.

In today’s gospel, Jesus speaks about the coming destruction of the Jerusalem temple.  His followers understand he is referring to a more extensive devastation than just that of the Jerusalem temple, so they ask him, “When will this happen…and what sign will there be?”  It was a question that was important to them, just as it is a question that is important to some religious groups today.

Jesus deflects their question and does not answer it.   In another place in the gospel, he says he does not actually know when the end will come.  So he focusses on something more important:  how his followers should conduct themselves between now and the end.  They are to expect persecution and rejection.  They will be disowned, even by their own families.  At the same time he will be there to provide the necessary strength so they can stand up to those who persecute them.  He also makes assurances that through their perseverance they will be saved.

Over the centuries, and today in some parts of the world, Jesus’ words about persecution and rejection have been substantiated.  For those of us who have not had to suffer persecution or rejection because of our faith, his words are still important.  Whatever might happen to us, he will provide the wisdom and strength we need to make the right decisions so we can stay true to our faith.
