	ACEH
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“There will be great earthquakes and plagues and famines here and there.”  Indeed there have been and will be.  Often, however, in the midst of such disaster we hear of edifying deeds of courage and concern.  I heard recently an interview with a man who had experienced the terrible earthquake and tsunami that rocked the Indian Ocean and surrounding lands just a few years ago.  This tragedy resulted in the deaths of thousands of people and great destruction in the lands affected by it.
The worst place hit was the Island of Sumatra in Indonesia, especially its northern region Aceh.  I heard of a young man who drove a number of villages to a nearby coastal centre in the Province of Aceh for some weekly shopping.  With him on this shopping trip was his mother who wasted no time alighting from the van and hurrying off to nearby shops and stalls.  It was at this point that the violent earthquake hit.  I believe it was around nine on the Richter scale and so one of the most severe earthquakes of recent times.  The crowds milling around felt sure a terrible tsunami would follow.  Panic set in and people rushed to high ground.  The young man desperately searched for his mother whom he had seen go down one of the neighbouring streets.  In spite of his frantic searching he could find no sign of his mother.  Being responsible for his other companions he made the difficult decision that it was time to take flight.   He started up his van and began to move it through the crowds of people.  Coming to an intersection he noticed two women with impaired vision, standing bewildered on the street corner.  The mass of people in their haste to save themselves were passing by and ignoring these women. The young man, in spite of his own feelings of urgency, decided he must help the women, and so he stopped and ushered them into his vehicle.  As he again began to move off he glanced down a side street and there he saw his mother.  Racing to her side he grabbed her and pushed her into the van, already loaded with people.  They took off in great haste and managed to outrun the incoming tide.  In telling his story, be acknowledged that had he not stopped to pick up the two blind women he would never have noticed his mother in that side street.

The moral of this story is obvious.  In taking a great risk to help two needy people, God rewarded this action with a compassionate answer to the young man’s concern for his mother.  Which only goes to prove that God is not outdone in generosity.  What seems to cost us something is often in the wider picture to our advantage.  No matter what the urgency, there is always room for love and compassion.  In looking to the needs of others, we fulfill our own needs.

The Church in Victoria this week welcomed the release of the report of the Victorian Parliamentary Inquiry into the Handling of Child Sexual Abuse.

The Catholic Church in Victoria supports the Inquiry’s key recommendations. The recommendations cover five important areas: changes to the criminal law, easier access to the civil justice system, an independent, alternative avenue for justice, preventative measures and ongoing independent monitoring, and justice for victims. These are all important initiatives that will help to protect Victoria’s children and enhance the response to victims and their families.

POPE CALLS FOR VIEWS OF MELBOURNE CATHOLICS ON THE FAMILY
Pope Francis has invited parishioners from every diocese in the world, including the Archdiocese of Melbourne, to participate in a worldwide Catholic questionnaire on the many challenges facing the family today. Answers will be collated at a diocesan, national and international level and presented to the Bishops at the Extraordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops set for October 2014 and themed: Pastoral Challenges of the family in the context of evangelisation.
The Synod will be pastorally focussed. As such, it will aim to address the real-life challenges of families. While the basic Catholic moral teaching on sexuality, marriage and family will remain in place, the questionnaire seeks to uncover better ways to respond to peoples circumstances in areas such as faith in family life, marriage, divorce, annulment, same sex unions, natural family planning and the participation in sacraments as part of family life. The Life, Marriage & Family Office at the Catholic Archdiocese of Melbourne will be collating responses for Melbourne.
