   Christ the King  Year A                                                                             23 November 2014                                                             
	The risen christ in every age
Catholics have lots of different ways of thinking about Christ the King procession.  Many of them would still like to have celebrations like that and some do.  Others find their faith moving on a different path.  They would prefer to celebrate today’s feast caring for the hungry and war-torn.
Some younger Catholics would have trouble thinking of Christ as a king at all.  The closest they have come to kings in their lives are as figurehead monarchs or tyrannical despots.  Neither of those images fits easily the Christ of God.

Interestingly the feast is less than ninety years old.  Its origins are curious.  It was instituted after World War 1 by Pope Pius XI for it at a time when kings and queens were becoming predominantly figureheads in the West and just before the Great Depression.

In 1925 the church was saying that Christ’s reign, Christ’s influence and Christ’s presence permeated the modern world of that time – a world of horrific wars, bawdy nationalism, and growing secularism.  The new feast was saying no matter how absent God may seem in this new, even alien place, the promise of the risen Christ stands true – “I am with you always till the end of time.”

In 1960 Pope St John XXIII elevated the feast’s ranking.  Nine years later, after Vatican Council II, Pope Blessed Paul VI raised the feast to the highest ranking.  He also changed its date from late October to the last Sunday of the Church’s year.  He gave it a new name: Our Lord Jesus Christ King of the Universe.  This move by Pope Paul gave a fresh twist to the feast not only does Christ reign over our world now, but he reigns over all worlds to the ‘ends’ of the universe.  Pope Paul picked up on a fresh sense of the Resurrection of Jesus emerging from Vatican Council II.  He linked the feast to the Church’s option for the poor.  He said, “The development of peoples has the Church’s close attention, particularly the development of those peoples who are striving to escape from hunger, misery, endemic diseases and ignorance; of those who are looking for a wider share in the benefits of civilisation and a more active improvement of their human qualities; of those who are aiming purposefully at their complete fulfillment”  (Development of Peoples, No.1, 1967)  Today’s Mass takes up this theme.  The reign of the risen Christ is a caring reign.  “The lost I will seek out, says the Lord God” (Ezekiel 34:16).  Twenty years after the resurrection of Jesus St Paul was confident that the risen Christ will, in the end, place the world in God’s hands (1 Corinthians 15:24).  Like St Paul in olden times and Pope Paul in modern times, St Matthew, at the end of his Gospel sees the risen Christ defending all who protect the weak and the broken.  “Come, you who are blessed by my father and inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world”  (Matthew 25:34).  Yes! The risen Christ in every age!
         


	PASTORELLE SISTERS AND PAULINE FAMILY FOUNDER
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This weekend on Saturday 22nd at 6pm mass we have the opportunity to celebrate with Sister Estelita and the Pastorelle Sisters and the Pauline Co-operators to celebrate the feast-day of their Founder: Blessed James Alberione, an Italian Catholic Priest born 4 April 1884 and died 26 November 1971. He was the fourth son of six, whose parents where Michael Alberione and Teresa Allocco who were farmers living in San Lorenzo di Fossano (Cuneo) Italy. James (Giocomo) Alberione was ordained priest on 29th June 1907.  On August 20, 1914, (100 years ago) he put two teenagers, Desiderio Costa and Tito Armani, to work in a small pressroom under the guidance of a printer friend of his. Thus began the "Little Printing School of Typography" now known today as The Society of St. Paul whose purpose is to "Live and to Give Jesus Master the Way, the Truth, and the Life" through the most modern means of communications, press, cinema, television, radio and other modern media. Blessed James Alberione has also founded other religious congregations and institutions among them the Sisters of Jesus the Good Shepherd (Pastorelle Sisters) in 1938.  Fr. James Alberione was beatified on 27 April 2003, by His Holiness Pope Saint John Paul II. We wish a happy feast-day to Sr. Mary La Bruna (Superior), Sr. Estelita and all the Pastorelle sisters and co-operators. We pray for them and thank them for their pastoral work in our Parish and in the whole church.
