	Truly Tempting
When my sons are told to stop watching videos after they’ve finished the current episode, a common sequence of interactions routinely plays out.  My wife calls out to them, enquiring as to the status of the show.  Silence follows.  She calls out again, only louder this time.  More silence.  She sometimes calls out yet again, and usually at this point I make my way down the hallway towards the living room, the sound of my footsteps setting off a scurry of activity in the other room. If the video is still on when I appear in the doorway, the oldest son will quite likely jump to attention and blame his younger brother who will respond thus, “But I didn’t hear you.”  And if I press the matter, “I didn’t say anything yet.  How do you know what I’m here for?” a flurry of explanations will spill from their tiny mouths.  Of course, my sons are not exceptional in this regard.  Most young children at times behave in a similar manner.

Today’s readings focus on the theme of temptation, and the temptation most at stake pertains to a question of identity.  The creation story portrays the man and woman as tempted “to be like gods.”  More than eating forbidden fruit, they are tempted to harm their right relation with God by trying to act in a self-justifying way.
The tree is significant.  In trying to be like gods, they act as if they can write the book on good and evil, as if they can simply decide what they want to do is also the right thing to do.  The insight can apply directly to our own experiences of temptation.  It’s one thing to want to do something we know we shouldn’t, it’s another to convince ourselves that we have a right to do it.  The temptation to justify ourselves is usually much more injurious both to us and our relationships.  The consequences for Adam and Eve are instructive for us, too.  No longer do they walk in the garden with God, in harmony with each other and all the earth.  Now they hide from God; they blame each other; their honesty and friendship are replaced by shame and resentment.  Jesus’ temptation reminds us that being in a ‘right relation’ with God matters more than anything.  When we place our trust in Christ, we see a way of living that does not focus on riches or status.  He offers us a way that leads to our maker rather than to our pride.  As our agendas for personal success can easily blind us from the truth, in this Lenten season, let us cling to Christ and remember who we truly are.
