	In the Dark
There was a powerful storm swirling around the small coastal town.  Happily, everyone in Steve’s family was dry and warm inside the house.  They were almost enjoying themselves, wrapped with cozy blankets and sipping hot chocolate as they watched the news program for information about the storm.
Suddenly, the power went out.  Steve did not feel so safe any longer: the wind was violently shaking the panes of glass in the windows and heavy sheets of rain were pelting the roof.  The old house was creaking and groaning.

Without the information about the weather coming from the television, Steve also began to feel vulnerable and helpless.  He didn’t know if the worst part of the storm was going to pass by their town or hit them head on.  He and his family were “in the dark” in every sense.  All they could do was wait the storm out.  Previously in the Gospel, Jesus said “I am the light of the world” (8:12).  He says it again in this chapter (9:5).  What does he mean by this image?  Today’s Gospel reading is intended to teach us exactly what this image means.  Two of the most dominant images in John’s entire Gospel are the contrasts between light and darkness, and between sight and blindness.  These pairs of opposites are clearly related: the opposite of light is darkness and the opposite of sight is blindness.  It is light that allows us to see; when there is no light our eyes are blind.  So light is connected with sight and darkness is connected with blindness.
If Jesus is the light, it is by him that we see.  By calling himself “light” Jesus is telling us that it is by reference to him that we see things clearly.

Today’s Gospel reading is therefore about true sight and true blindness.  If Jesus is the light it is through faith in him that we can truly see.

This story of Jesus’ healing of this man born with congenital blindness contains a profound spiritual lesson.  This is because Jesus’ words and actions reveal who God really is.  By faith, the man could see the truth about Jesus.  The man’s physical healing pointed to a spiritual reality.  And although the Pharisees in this passage had physical vision, they refused to see by Jesus’ light; they were spiritually blind.

But there is more: when we truly see by Jesus’ light, we also share in his light.  The man that was healed became a witness to the light.  And in that way he became light to others.
In John’s Gospel, the miracles Jesus performed are called “signs” (see 9:16).  Signs are things that point to something else.  What was the “sign” of the blind man’s new sight pointing to?  it pointed to the light by which he could see:  Jesus, the light of the world.
