	Faithful to the end
Predictions of the end of the world are not new.  There have been thousands of doomsday prophecies over the centuries.  Religion, cults, and science have all contributed to the long list while the music and movie industries have cashed in on the fascination.  As much as we may laugh at so many bizarre and ridiculous predictions, it’s sobering to remember that some have ended in tragedy.  Believers have been known to sell their houses and property, leave their jobs and families and cause panic and harm themselves and others.
As we come to the end of the church’s liturgical year, we have readings about the end times.  These scripture passages often paint a dark and dismal picture of calamity and doom.  The imagery in today’s gospel is an example – “the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, and the stars will fall from the sky, and the powers in the heavens will be shaken.”  It is important to understand the events described are not to be taken literally.  Rather, we need to try and understand the deeper meaning.  This style of language is known as apocalyptic.  The word apocalyptic comes from the Greek; meaning to ‘uncover’ or ‘reveal’.  Apocalyptic language is used by people experiencing difficult times.  In the passage just before today’s gospel, Jesus spoke about the fall and destruction of Jerusalem; a catastrophic experience for the Jews.  They understand Jerusalem and its temple to be the very dwelling place of God.
The apocalyptic passages in the gospels reveal the hope and promise of Christ’s real and enduring presence now and in the future.  Jesus’ words in the gospel speak of hope: when our world seems to be falling apart, Jesus is with us and will “gather his elect” about the ultimate victory for the faithful over darkness.

To make his point Jesus also uses the image of a fig tree, which sprouts its leaves in late spring.  When they appear it was understood that summer was approaching.  Jesus is saying that although the end times are being described on calamitous terms, his disciples are to respond with faith, hope and anticipation.  The end means good times; summer for them.  God will bring everything to a triumphant conclusion. In spite of all the warnings and predictions, the ‘when’ is completely unknown.  No one, says Jesus, not even he himself knows when the end will come.

So what’s the answer?  The collect of today’s Mass says: “full and lasting happiness” is found in “serving with constancy the author of all that is good.”  In other words, live each day in the love and service of Jesus.  In doing so, we can hope to share in the fullness and joy of the kingdom whenever God calls us.


BLESSED JAMES ALBERIONE 
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This weekend on Saturday 14th November at 6pm mass we have the opportunity to celebrate with Sister Estelita and the Pastorelle Sisters and the Pauline Co-operators to celebrate the feast-day of their Founder: Blessed James Alberione, an Italian Catholic Priest born 4 April 1884 and died 26 November 1971. He was the fourth son of six, whose parents where Michael Alberione and Teresa Allocco who were farmers living in San Lorenzo di Fossano (Cuneo) Italy. James (Giacomo) Alberione was ordained priest on 29th June 1907.  On August 20, 1914, he put two teenagers, Desiderio Costa and Tito Armani, to work in a small pressroom under the guidance of a printer friend of his. Thus began the "Little Printing School of Typography" now known today as The Society of St. Paul whose purpose is to "Live and to Give Jesus Master the Way, the Truth, and the Life" through the most modern means of communications, press, cinema, television, radio and other modern media. Blessed James Alberione has also founded other religious congregations and institutions among them the Sisters of Jesus the Good Shepherd (Pastorelle Sisters) in 1938. Fr. James Alberione was beatified on 27 April 2003, by His Holiness Pope Saint John Paul II. We wish a happy feast-day to Sr. Mary la Bruna (Superior), Sr. Estelita and all the Pastorelle sisters and co-operators. We pray for them and thank them for their pastoral work in our Parish and in the whole  church.
