	The In-Group and the 

Out-Group
Recently I boarded the Metro.  A group of school boys came in laughing and pushing one another around.  All but one sat down together.  The other boy did not join the group.  He went to a seat on the opposite side of the compartment and looked fixedly out the window.  A young girl was sitting close by. One of the boys in the group gave her a cell-phone and asked her to take their photo. Laughing, she complied.  The other boy was not included in the photo.  He did not laugh.
Perhaps you are the kind of person who is always accepted as part of the in-group.  But you may be like the boy by the window who sometimes or always is shut out.  In either case, you know what it feels like to be part of the group, or what it feels like to be an outsider.  Being an insider or an outsider, and the tension that can bring, are parts of most people’s experience.
In the story from the Gospel of Luke that we have just heard, the tension between the insider and the outsider provides the background.  Luke tells us that Jesus came to his home town, went to the local Synagogue and began speaking to the people.  They must have heard of the great things that Jesus had done for people in other towns; he had spoken graciously to them and had healed the sick among them.

As told by Luke, the story leaves us uncertain.  What do the people mean when they say, “Isn’t this the son of Joseph?”  They must have known Jesus’ family.  Are they recognising him as the home-town boy who has done well?  This would mean that they saw Jesus as a member of their in-group and welcomed him.  They hope he will do great things for them also.   Or do they mean to say:  “We have known this Jesus since he was a kid.  What is so special about him?”  In this case, the people would be accepting him as a member of their in-group, but precisely for that reason do not expect much from him.
Jesus knows that those who welcome him do so because they want him to do something for them. Those who doubt whether he can do much are nevertheless upset because they also want him to do something for them.  They will accept him into their in-group only if they can get something out of him for themselves.  Jesus breaks through the in-group/out-group division.  He shows that God gives his gifts to those who are outside the group like the widow and the Syrian.  The people then reject Jesus from their in-group; indeed they try to do so in the most extreme way by killing him.  We Australians are excluding some people from our in-group, and for some, that means death.
How should we act?  Who for you, is left outside the group looking through the window?
