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THE YEAR OF PRAYER 2024
Pope Francis wrote this year’s meditations for the Good Friday Stations of Cross held at the Coliseum in Rome. Acknowledging the Year of Prayer, we present here the Pope’s concluding Prayer of the Stations of the Cross, which are, Fourteen, invocations to the Holy Name of Jesus: - “Lord, we lift our prayer to you, like the poor, the needy and the sick in the Gospels, who called upon you in the simplest and most direct of ways: by crying out Your Name:

1. Jesus, your name itself saves, for you are our salvation.

2. Jesus, you are my life. I need you, lest I go astray, for you forgive me and raise me up; you bring healing to my heart and give meaning to my pain.

3. Jesus, you took my evil upon yourself. From the cross, you do not accuse me but embrace me. Meek and humble of heart, heal me of jealousy and resentment; set me free from suspicion and distrust.

4. Jesus, as I contemplate you on the cross, I find pure love, the meaning of my life and the goal of my journey. Help me to love and forgive, to leave behind my impatience and indifference, and not to feel sorry for myself.

5. Jesus, on the cross you thirsted. You thirsted for my love and my prayer; you count on them, in bringing to fulfilment your plan of goodness and peace.

6. Jesus, I thank you for all those who answer your call and persevere in prayer, firm faith and constancy in confronting every challenge and difficulty.

7. Jesus, I lift up to you the pastors of your flock, whose prayer sustains your holy people. May they make time to dwell in your presence and may they conform their hearts to your own.

8. Jesus, I praise you for those contemplatives, male and female, whose prayer, hidden from the world and pleasing to you, sustains the Church and our human family.

9. Jesus, I bring before you all those families and individuals who have prayed with us tonight in their homes: the elderly, especially those who live alone, and the sick, the treasures of the Church, who unite their sufferings to your own.

10. Jesus, may this prayer of intercession embrace our brothers and sisters who in so many parts of the world are suffering persecution on account of your name; those who experience the trauma of war, and all those who look to you for the strength to bear their heavy crosses.

11. Jesus, by your cross, you have made us one. Bring believers into deeper communion, help us to grow in fraternity and forbearance, to cooperate with one another and to journey together. Grant lasting peace to your Church throughout the world.

12. Jesus, just judge who will one day call me by name, free me from hasty judgment, gossip, and violent and offensive words.

13. Jesus, in the hour of your death, you said: “It is finished”. I have not yet finished the course of my life, yet I continue to trust in you, for you are my hope, the hope of the Church and the hope of our world.

14. Jesus, let me say one last word to you, and to say it over and over again: Thank you! Thank you, my Lord and my God!”

3. Gesù, hai preso su di te il mio male e dalla croce non mi punti il dito contro, ma mi abbracci; tu, mite e umile di cuore, risanami dal livore e dal risentimento, liberami dal sospetto e dalla sfiducia.

4. Gesù, ti guardo in croce e vedo spalancarsi davanti ai miei occhi l’amore, senso del mio essere e meta del mio cammino: aiutami ad amare e perdonare, a superare l’insofferenza e l’indifferenza, a non lamentarmi.

5. Gesù, sulla croce hai sete, ed è sete del mio amore e della mia preghiera; ne hai bisogno per portare a compimento i tuoi progetti di bene e di pace.

6. Gesù, ti rendo grazie per quanti rispondono al tuo invito e hanno la perseveranza di pregare, il coraggio di credere e la costanza di andare avanti nelle difficoltà.

7. Gesù, ti presento i pastori del tuo popolo santo: la loro preghiera sostiene il gregge; trovino tempo per stare davanti a te, conformino il loro cuore al tuo.

8. Gesù, ti benedico per le contemplative e i contemplativi, la cui preghiera, nascosta al mondo e a te gradita, custodisce la Chiesa e l’umanità.

9. Gesù, porto davanti a te le famiglie e le persone che stasera hanno pregato dalle loro case, gli anziani, specialmente quelli soli, gli ammalati, gemme della Chiesa che uniscono le loro sofferenze alla tua.

10. Gesù, questa preghiera di intercessione raggiunga le sorelle e i fratelli che in tante parti nel mondo soffrono persecuzioni a motivo del tuo nome; coloro che patiscono il dramma della guerra e quanti, attingendo forza in te, portano croci pesanti.

11. Gesù, con la tua croce hai fatto di tutti noi una cosa sola: stringi nella comunione i credenti, infondi sentimenti fraterni e pazienti, aiutaci a collaborare e a camminare insieme; custodisci la Chiesa e il mondo nella pace.

12. Gesù, giudice santo che mi chiamerai per nome, liberami dai giudizi temerari, dai pettegolezzi e dalle parole violente e offensive.

13. Gesù, prima di morire dici: “è compiuto”. Io, nella mia incompiutezza, non potrò dirlo; ma confido in te, perché sei la mia speranza, la speranza della Chiesa e del mondo.

14. Gesù, ancora una parola voglio dirti e continuare a ripeterti: grazie! Grazie, mio Signore e mio Dio!”
