	God is Where? 
The simplest things can be the most profound.  My five-year-old once asked me why we always say God is in heaven because he is “everywhere”.
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My son then asked me, “And how can God be everywhere if things are in the way?”  Pointing to the chair beside him, he also said, “God is not there, the chair is!”

Before responding, I took a sip of my coffee, hoping the caffeine would provide inspiration.  “God is there but not in the same way the chair is.  The chair is limited by time and space.  It takes up space and endures through time.  But God does not have any limitations.  He holds the chair in existence.”

Thoughtfully, my son said, “And if everything falls apart, then all you have is God!”

How much farther can you go into the mysteries of God than little children?  Take today’s second reading.  1 John is a small letter with a big vision buried in the back of the New Testament.  The fifth and final chapter explains a deep theological truth beginning with:  “Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is begotten by God.”
In his gospel, John calls Jesus the “only begotten Son” of the Father.  Here he is saying something so astounding that theologians will never reach the bottom of it: to believe in Jesus is to gain a share in his relationship with the Father.  To be a Christian is to be placed within the eternal Son’s singular, privileged relationships with the Father; it is to be a son in the Son.  Don’t miss this, for the thought is not complete.
John continues, “And everyone who loves the Father, loves also the one begotten by him.”  To be placed within the unique, privileged place of divine sonship (“begottenness”) is to participate in the bond that holds the Son and Father together: love.  This love, John said earlier in this letter, is the nature of God: “God is love.”  Now what does it mean, here and now, for you and I who believe that Jesus is the Christ, to be “begotten by God”?  The following line tells us:  “In this way we know that we love the children of God when we love God and obey his commandments.”  John’s simple logic is impeccable.

To be placed in the Trinitarian bond of love is to share in that love.  And to share in that love is to love what God loves with the love by which God loves.  It is “to love the children of God.”  The love of God, he then says, is to “keep his commandments.”  The essence of the commandments boils down to love.  Earlier in the letter John calls this essence of God’s commandments the “new commandment”: “love one another.”  The whole of Christianity contained in three words.
