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God’s Deafening Protest
Life in our times is filled with all kinds of conflicting experiences.
On the one hand, we see heroic individuals, groups and communities trying to make the world a better place for all, and at great cost to themselves.

On the other hand, we also see a tremendous amount of evil committed in the name of ideologies, politics and even religion.  The culture of greed, corruption, the quest for economic growth and profits at all costs are sources of much pain and human suffering.

We are also witnesses to genocide, suicide bombing, people dying of starvation; we sense the death of the spirit of those who are oppressed, tortured, together with those who die the silent death of the lonely and unwanted in prosperous societies.

Indeed the forces of evil, destruction, and death seem to be powerfully at work everywhere.  Many question why God is so deafeningly silent in the face of so much evil in the world.  How could we believe in a God, who is seemingly heartless, blind to, and unmoved by, so much human suffering, injustices, and pain?
The Easter event is God’s answer to our question.  In raising Jesus from the dead, God is protesting very loudly against all the powerful forces of darkness associated with death, injustice, corruption, victimisation of the powerless and the innocent.

In raising Jesus from the dead, God is telling us that He is not blind, and certainly not silent.  In Jesus, he is giving the message of hope to all of us.  In Jesus’ death and resurrection, God assures us that life, love, and justice will be stronger than death, hate, and corruption.  God will have the last word.  And the last laugh.  A Blessed Easter to all.
