	Problems or Challenges?
During the Last Supper, Jesus gave his disciples a new commandment: to love one another without limit, as Jesus did.  This love would be a witness to the world that these are true disciples of Jesus.
The Acts of the Apostles gives us some details of the very early Church.  One early problem was whether to remain a close-knit group within the Jewish religion or to reach out to the pagans.  When Peter baptised Cornelius and his household, many in Jerusalem were horrified.  It was only after Peter described the vision that he had seen that the disciples realised that the Holy Spirit was working in the Church, as Jesus had promised.  Another major problem was that many wanted pagan converts to observe all the commandments of the Jewish religion.  This led to the first Council of the Church where it was decided that the Church would not be a group turned in on itself but would reach out with compassion to all people of good will.
Today, the Church is facing massive problems.  In our lifetime, we have seen huge changes in the Church, dwindling numbers of people who practice the Faith, challenges outside the Church and divisions and factions within.  We have to decide whether we are going to “circle the wagons” and fight the oncoming enemy, or look on the problems as challenges to be faced.   
We learn from Jesus.  His love was all-inclusive.    He mixed with all levels of people, even though he had a preference for the poor, outcasts and sinners.  We read in the gospels that several times he had a meal with the Pharisees. When he called Matthew, the tax collector, Matthew put on a festive dinner.  Jesus was the main guest, while most of the guests were tax collectors and therefore, outcasts. He healed the sick, touched the man with a skin disease, even though this was against the law.  No one was excluded from his compassion and care.  That is how he wants us to be. 
So we are encouraged to avoid negative thinking and condemnation of the world, and to consider the problems of the world as challenges to be overcome.  We are part of this secular world so we must try to discover how and where the Church fits into this world.  Many people are suspicious of official religion but, like Jesus, we must reach out with compassion to those around us, especially those most in need.
God does not expect us to do anything big.  He wants us to be alert to the little opportunities that come each day; to show kindness, thoughtfulness and care to our neighbours-especially those who have greater needs such as refugees, the frail and aged, and those who seem to have no one to care for them.  God may never require us to proclaim the gospel in Afghanistan, but He might expect us to welcome an Afghan refugee family into our parish.

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On Thursday 2nd May 2013 people are invited for a Parish Gathering in our School Hall celebrating the Year of Faith, starting at 7.00pm with a cuppa and the special Talk will start at 7.30pm. Our Guest Speaker is our former Parish Priest, Fr Max Vodola who will help us celebrating the 50th anniversary of the Second Vatican Council by delivering a Talk with the topic: 

“Pope John XXIII

    and understanding the Council that changed the World”.
Fr. Max after been ordained priest in 1997 continued to study church history with a special focus on the Second Vatican Council. He made a lot of research and study about Pope John XXIII: his life, his ideas of Church reformation and everything that led Pope John to call for an Ecumenical Council (Vatican II) which changed the world. Fr Max was Parish Priest of North Reservoir from 2002 till 2007 after which he continued his full time study for a few years until receiving the degree of Doctorate in Church History from Monash University. Other decrees that Dr Max Vodola holds are: Bachelor of Theology, Master of Theological Studies and Master of Arts.  His Doctorate thesis was of “John XXIII, Vatican II and the Genesis of Aggiornamento: A Contextual Analysis of Angelo Roncalli’s works on San Carlo Borromeo in relation to the late twentieth Century church reform”.  Dr Max is currently a member of the Department of Church History and lectures in the history of the Church in Australia and Vatican II.  He is Parish Priest of the Parishes of St. Brendan Flemington and Holy Rosary Kensington.
On the night Fr Max will have copies of the book he has written titled
“A Friendly Guide to Vatican II” available for purchasing at $20 a copy.
