	Joy and Hope
Have you ever noticed the joy in the Gospel stories?  Jesus’ parables of God’s Kingdom, such as the woman finding her lost coin and the father running to welcome home his son, are told by one who is himself brimming over with joy and hope; and they have a characteristic unmistakable ‘taste’.
There may be a beloved someone in our lives who leaves that special ‘savour’ that settles in the memory so that a passing aroma, a momentary image or sound recalls that unique face, wisp of hair, that sloping smile or pitch of laughter.  On Face book recently, a granddaughter was sharing her journey preparations to the birthplace of her grandpa who had long since passed away.  This was Mandalay in Myanmar.  It drew forth an avalanche of memories that grew into a rich and delicious interwoven story, one memory tugging at another – of granny and grandpa with warm crisp toast and unsalted butter, their songs, exploits and sagas.  Like the deep ocean, the immensity of their being broke the boundaries of present lives as family members recalled how the old ones would sing of the sun that ‘came up like thunder’ from across that far sea.

The creative power of Christ’s life intimated in David’s Psalm, and lived round lake, hillside and bustling streets, as declared in the Acts of the Apostles, could not be held down.  Despite the agony of his death, God raised him, Peter says and ‘gave him glory’, so that our ‘faith and hope are set on God’.
Jesus lived, and died, and was raised and lives again!  For us, for all of humanity, indeed for all of creation, as Paul reminds us in Romans 8, this means our hope is not in vain.  In dire situations we can with human reason and imagination continue to hope against hope, in solidarity with one another.  God has a project and Jesus is the first fruit of the harvest; in the form of the image of God as Paul puts it, the first – born of all creation and the first-born from the dead, Jesus Christ demonstrates for us our destiny.

No wonder the disciples remembered how their hearts burned as Jesus revealed the breadth and depth of God’s plan while he walked with them on their way to Emmaus.  They were not consciously aware that this was their Lord.  Their hearts were weighed down with grief.  Nevertheless, his words fired them.  And then it only took that ‘touch’, that ‘taste’ that was uniquely his to awaken them to the truth standing before their eyes.
When his passion was drawing near, Jesus, in his great love, gave his disciples a memorial for all time; something that would strengthen them in communion with him, and identify them as his very own; something that would mark them out as joined with him in service of humanity in his dying and in his rising.  Because this precious gift had been given them, they recognised him in the breaking of the bread.
