	BREAD OF LIFE
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I remember my First Communion day.  That’s when I had my first cup of tea – since I was not allowed tea at home.  I also remember receiving the host for the first time.  That was something special even for a young seven year old.  I am happy that the Sisters of Mercy gave us as children a deep respect and devotion to Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament.  To receive the body of Christ was something eagerly awaited and gratefully received.  And I still have photos of that day so many years ago.  The school I attended and the Sisters who served have gone, but Jesus is still with us.
We all require good role models in our lives, especially in our formative years.  They are people who will guide us to the right path and smooth our journey through life.  The ultimate role model for us is Our Lord, Jesus Christ.  Jesus is for us not only one who shows us a path through life, but also, He is the gateway to eternal life.  An early Father of the Church, Clement of Alexandra, wrote that “to drink of the blood of Christ is to partake of the Lord’s immortality.”
Jesus offers us His very life.  When we devour a hamburger, we don’t become Burger King, though we do contribute to the profits of the company.  When we partake devoutly of the body and blood of Christ, we become more and more like our ultimate role model.  It goes without saying that we must receive holy Communion with the right intention, and not just for appearance sake.  This would be like the Pharisee in the Gospel.  Members of a terrorist organisation in one of our Catholic regions had the practice of attending Mass and receiving Holy Communion so as to be seen to be identified with the common people.  Once the bishops discovered this, they pronounced an excommunication on any of that number who after a murderous campaign dared to approach the altar to receive the body and blood of Christ.  Bringing death to one’s neighbour would surely not merit the gift of life.  The body and blood of Christ breathes life into the entire Church.  The Eucharist gives nourishment to the Church.  The tragedy of much of the Reformation lies in the fact that so many rejected totally reception of the Eucharist – that amounted to a rejection of Christ’s most life-giving gift to the Church.  Our own parish churches are places where Christ is alive and breathes real life into the local congregation.  Down through the ages, there have been great acts of heroism on the part of holy men and women so that the body and blood of Christ be distributed to those in need.  So many have risked this mortal life in order not to be denied the gift that gives immortal life.  Today, let us remember to receive the body and blood of Christ with devotion and with gratitude for such a great gift.

AN UPDATE ON THE PARLIAMENTARY INQUIRY INTO CHILD ABUSE  

The Victorian Parliamentary Inquiry into child abuse held its last two public hearings on 20 and 27 May, with Archbishop Hart and Cardinal Pell respectively.  Other Church representatives who appeared were from the Christian Brothers, the Salesians of  Don Bosco and the Hospitaller Order of St John of God, the current and previous Bishop of Ballarat, and from Towards Healing and the Melbourne Response.
Each of the Church leaders emphasised the terrible long-term damage done to victims and their families, and the measures they had taken to support them. They renewed their apologies to them.  They also outlined how they had succeeded in stopping further abuse from occurring.
The Inquiry received 405 submissions and heard from more than 160 individuals and organisations. It is due to report to Parliament by 30 September 2013 and the Victorian Government is required to table a response within six months.

AUSTRALIAN CENSUS 2011
Results from the 2011 Australian Census shows that our North Reservoir Parish has total population of 9,896 with 5,224 being the catholic population which makes the catholic percentage of 53%. North Reservoir is the first in Victoria with the highest percentage of Catholics.  The first parish in Victoria with the largest catholic population is Mill Park: 22,973 which is 36.6% of the Mill Park total population of 62,768. 
North Reservoir Catholic population in the past were: 6,047 (in 2001) and 5,597 (in 2006). Total population in 2006 was 9,887 and Catholic percentage was 56.6%.
