	 The Kindness of Jesus
While most New Testament scholars disagree about the finer details of the portrait of the historical Jesus that emerges from the four gospels, all agree on one thing.  Despite being a law-observant Jew, Jesus reached out to those who either were, or had placed themselves ‘beyond the pale’ of Jewish society – prostitutes, tax collectors lepers, divorcees, the demon-possessed, the sick, the infirm and possibly a few Gentiles.  Jesus did this both by offering forgiveness and healing, as well as sharing table fellowship, which was forbidden between those who were law-abiding and those who were either apostate or ‘unclean’.  Significant amongst the number of Jesus’ fellow diners at his table were women.  This represents a significant departure from contemporary Jewish practice, which generally restricted contact between women and the wider society.  By contrast, Jesus seems to have met regularly with women, called them into his following and eaten with them.  Some of these women are known to us by name from the gospels: Mary of Magdala; Mary and Martha of Bethany; Mary, the wife of Cleopas; Mary, Jesus’mother and Salome who, legend holds, may have been Jesus’ aunt.
There are many other unnamed women in the gospels, who cross paths with Jesus and to whom Jesus offers encouragement and kindness.  One such appears in today’s gospel, the widow of Nain.  The fact that the story centres upon a woman, and a widowed woman at that, reflects Jesus’ concern for society’s disadvantaged.  In first-century Jewish society, women were dependent upon their male kin for their support and livelihood.  A widow, whose only son has died, would now be bereft of the financial support of a male benefactor. She would, henceforth, be totally dependent upon the charity of her neighbours to survive.  In resuscitating her son and restoring him to his mother, Jesus radically rectifies the widow’s dire situation.  This story is unique to Luke.  And it was probably refashioned by him to echo the story from 1 Kings (today’s first reading) where the prophet Elijah similarly restores a dead son to his widowed mother.  In the first century, Elijah had come to be seen as a messianic figure.  Legends abounded, which suggested that Elijah would return to usher in the new age of God’s reign on earth.  This new age was seen as one in which all suffering and death would be eliminated (Isaiah 61:1, 35:5-6).  The righteous dead would be restored.  The poor would be exalted.  And the mighty would be cast down.  In the story from today’s gospel, Jesus replaces Elijah as the herald of this new age.  His resuscitation of the widow’s son symbolises the coming kingdom of God.  However, the new age that Jesus proclaims will be what New Testament scholar Tom Wright calls a “kingdom of nobodies” - a kingdom composed of repentant sinners, social outcasts and poor widows.
