	Good Press for the Spirit
The Holy Spirit gets bad press.  There are preachers who speak of the Spirit as if the Spirit was a satellite in orbit and totally devoid of all relationship either with the heart of God or with the heart of humanity.  There are prayer books and leaflets that make the Spirit look wimpy, soft and encouraging a kind of “holy narcissism”.
But Pentecost reminds the world that all this couldn’t be further from the truth.  Pentecost celebrates the Spirit of God “hovering over the chaos” at the beginning of creation energetically bringing everything into being.  In contemporary times, people of faith might understand the Spirit of God relating to creation from the Big Bang and on through all time and space.  They would understand the Spirit permeating the universe and holding it in being.
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At Pentecost the Church recalls the Holy Spirit leading a frightened remnant of Jesus’ followers to take heart, and to proclaim without fear what they had witnessed – the saving life, death and resurrection of the world’s saviour.  In their proclamation, to their surprise and everyone else’s they discovered a common language for humanity – a language of mutual recognition, all-embracing love, and the call to justice.

The early Christians gave the Spirit of God great press.  They did not see the Spirit as devoid of relationship, as wimpy or from a foreign world.

They experienced the Spirit in their community of faith, in their families, and ultimately throughout creation.

Of the Spirit, Australian poet Kevin Hart proclaims: “I find you as I remember the sun whenever I strike a match and I find myself somewhere on the outskirts Of the milky way, but close to you…”
To the Spirit, Australian poet James McAuley makes a prayer: “Engender upon our souls your sacred rhythm: inspire The trembling breath of the flute, the exultant cosmic psalm, The dance that breaks into flower beneath the storm-voiced mountain; Array in your dazzling intricate plumage the swaying choir.”
