	 Merciful Love
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At first glance today’s gospel seems to be about a woman who wants to clean up her life.  But is that what the story is really about?  We see the woman is an outsider and not at all welcomed in society.  Yes, she has friends, but they are not the type who stay friends for long.  Her flowing hair has lost its shine and her expensive perfume fails to give her confidence as she walks the streets by night.  She is a battler.  She is an outsider.
According to the gospel story this broken woman ends up at the feet of Jesus.  Maybe she feels she can rely on him, that he can change her.  She knows she has an uphill battle if she wants to change and she knows she cannot do it on her own.  The Pharisees have already made up their minds about her.  She is ‘that kind of woman’ and beyond salvation.
The puzzling thing is the Pharisees were mostly good people, but they tended to see things from one perspective and were too judgmental of others.  
When they see the woman with Jesus they judge not only the woman but Jesus too.  They turn against him.  They are thinking, “Jesus couldn’t be a real prophet if he doesn’t know who she is.”  So, what is this story about?  The story turns out to a wonderful revelation of what God is like.  It unveils the mercy and love of God who cares for everyone.  
All who come to Jesus, like the woman, with simplicity and an open heart, are the recipients of unfathomable mercy.  That is why Jesus doesn’t care about the Pharisees’ judgements.  For Jesus, the woman is the only person there.  He knows who she is.  For the woman, Jesus is the only person there and she knows who he is.   
The Pharisees were wrong about the woman and they were wrong about Jesus.  The woman was right in acknowledging herself, and right in acknowledging Jesus.  That is why Jesus told her, “Your faith has saved you.”

Today it is our turn to let Jesus change our lives, as he changed the woman’s.  It is time to let Jesus give us real life, a life that brims over with the grace of having ‘loved much’.  The world longs to know the person of Jesus Christ with his abundant mercy and love.  
The only requirement for each person is a genuine desire to sit at the feet of Jesus and open their life to him.  At the feet of Jesus each person is welcomed and accepted.  Each person finds mercy.  Each person finds freedom.

In this Jubilee Year of Mercy let us hope and pray that no one shall ever be turned away from God’s Church, those who are seeking love and mercy.

GOD’S NAME IS MERCY (Pope Francis)
Mercy, seen in feminine terms, is the tender love of a mother who, touched by the frailty of her newborn baby, takes the child into her arms and provides everything it needs to live and grow. In masculine terms, mercy is the steadfast fidelity of a father who constantly supports, forgives and encourages his children to grow. Mercy is the fruit of a covenant; that is why God is said to remember his covenant of mercy. At the same time, it is an utterly free act of kindness and goodness rising up from the depths of our being and finding outward expression in charity. This all-embracing character means that everyone can appreciate what it means to be merciful, to feel compassion for those who suffer, sympathy for those in need, visceral indignation in the face of patent injustice and a desire to respond with loving respect by attempting to set things right. If we reflect on this natural feeling of mercy, we begin to see how God himself can be understood in terms of this defining attribute by which Jesus wished to reveal him to us.
