	The Sacrifice of the Mass
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There is a humorous saying about the oddities of the English language that goes “Have you ever wondered why there is no egg in eggplant; why sweetmeats are lollies and sweetbreads are meat; why an alarm clock goes off when it goes on; why we recite at a play and play at a recital…”  In a similar way we say that the “holy sacrifice of the Mass” is a ritual that appears to involve no sacrifice.  But a closer reading of the history of the term ‘sacrifice’, would suggest otherwise.
Our notions of sacrifice and holiness go back to the Jewish Temple.  The most solemn of the Jewish sacrifices’ was the holocaust, or the burnt offering.  At least one each day was offered up on behalf of the people of Israel.  Special ceremonies and festival days generally featured burnt offerings.  The most notable of these feasts was the Passover when the paschal lamb was sacrificed and consumed.  In this sense, the purpose of sacrifice was to continually “offer” thanksgiving and praise to God; and to intensify the sense of communion with the Holy One.

The term sacrifice means to “make holy” (Lt. sacer {holy} facere {to make}) or to “consecrate”.  By offering gifts to God, the giver is made holy.  In Jewish sacrifice, the supplicants laid their hand on the offering as it was being presented to God in the sanctuary.   Thereby, those concerned were identified with their offering (Lev 1:4; 3:2; 4:4), and brought into communion with God.

The Eucharist is similarly “offered” as a sacrifice of thanksgiving to God in return for all that God has done for us.  But, no animal is killed and no more blood is shed.  Rather, the mass is a “memorial” (or better “recapitulation”) of the sacrifice of Jesus.  For Christians, the Eucharist constitutes the one and only sacrifice that replaced the sacrifices of the Jewish temple, and, indeed, all other sacrifices.
Now, that does not mean that the Eucharist is merely a ritual commemorating a past sacrifice.  From very early in the life of the Church, the ritual elements of bread and wine were considered transformed into the body and blood of Christ (1 Cor 10:29; cf. Heb 9:12,14).  St Paul says of the Eucharist that those “who eat” are “partners” with the sacrificial altar (1 Cor 10:18).  For Paul, the Christian community is made holy by offering the sacrifice of Eucharist and, because of the nature of the sacrifice – the body and blood of Jesus Christ – the community is incorporated into the body of Christ (1 Cor 10:16-17).  The term sacrifice when applied to the Eucharist, therefore, is far from meaningless or irrelevant.  By offering the sacrifice of the Eucharist, the Christian community is made “holy”.  The Eucharist is both a sacrifice and a sacraficial meal whereby we enter into holy communion with God and our fellow Christians.  Like the ancient Jew who, by laying a hand upon the offering became identified with the offering, so too the Christian becomes one with the perfect sacrifice of Christ – the “Paschal lamb” (1 Cor 5:7).
