	Compassion trumps fatigue
Exorcising demons is mentally exhausting.  Jesus arrives on the other side of the lake in need of a rest.  He didn’t get it.  The wealthy and influential community leader, Jairus, petitions him to come and heal his darling daughter.  Compassion trumps fatigue. Nor does he fob off the request of a bleeding old widow to cure her of her persistent haemorrhage.
The two healings described in today’s gospel passage have much in common.  Both the little girl and the old widow share a debilitating vulnerability.  The young girl’s promising life is cut short – separated from her doting father, personal gifts and qualities undeveloped, no prospect of marriage and children.  The old woman knows pain and humiliation. She has spent her savings on doctor’s bills with no relief.  Her affliction renders her unclean and puts her on the margins of society.

Both women believe that Jesus can help.  Jairus, the girl’s father, exhibits the quiet confidence of a man of faith.  Human faith meets divine compassion.  Liberation results.  The little girl lives and the old lady is cured. The message of the gospel is: Jesus never tires to liberate God’s sons and daughters who reach out to him in faith.  The two women portrayed in today’s gospel also represent two vulnerable sections of our contemporary society that are in need of liberation and claim our Christian compassion.  In today’s world, many of our young people reject the teachings of the gospel in favour of scientific, philosophical and economic explanations of the meaning of life.  Unfulfilled, they often seek solace in drugs, alcohol, inordinate attention to body image and a relentless commitment to expressing one’s individuality.  Their liberation will often depend on the accompaniment of wise adults who patiently help them to understand the meaning of life, to value rightly, to grow in faith and to discover how to follow Christ in a mature way.
Likewise, many elderly feel lost and abandoned and some lead very lonely lives and struggle to cope.  Others are ‘shut ins’ in their own homes and institutions.  They seldom receive visits even from family members.  Clearly they need our Christian attention.  Kindness and generosity are makes of the true disciple of Christ.  On the last day we will not be judged by how many candles we lit, rosaries we said, novenas made.  While these are good things, the real criteria for judgement will be how often we stepped out of our comfort zone to care for those who struggle.

Modern life leaves us time poor and feeling stretched.  Jesus knows that feeling.  But, he would tell us to imitate him; to step out and let compassion trump fatigue.  He asks us to act for the liberation of those who are neglected by society.
