	Lives larger than Life
Ted and Kath live in a small town in rural Australia.  They have been married for fifty-three years.  Ted worked at the local council.  Kath devoted her time to responsibilities in the home and to the needs of their eight children.
Ted and Kath involved themselves enthusiastically in the activities of their local community.   When Ted retired and with the children all grown up and living elsewhere, Ted and Kath thought about what they would do.  Their family had lots of suggestions for them.  Go overseas.  Buy a caravan and travel around Australia.  Move into a retirement village at the coast.  Build a ‘granny flat’ and live with one of the children.
It didn’t take Ted and Kath long to decide their future.  They loved their small town and its people.    They loved their many commitments and involvements.  So the decision was clear and simple. They would stay and devote themselves even more to working for their community.

Ted and Kath give their lives for their town and community, serving with distinction, generosity and self giving.  They are pillars of the community; a ‘larger than life’ couple who are simply known as Ted and Kath; loved and respected throughout the district and an inspiration to everyone.

Today the Church celebrates two pillars of our faith: Peter, apostle to the Jews; and Paul, apostle to the Gentiles. They too were ‘larger than life’ figures.  We can draw inspiration from their faith, commitment and courage.  Peter and Paul professed a deep faith in Christ.  In the gospel, Peter says, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.”

Peter and Paul lived their faith by fulfilling their commitment to the mission of Christ.  Paul says in the second reading, “The Lord stood by me and gave me strength, so that through me the proclamation might be completed and all the Gentiles hear it.”  Despite repeated effort to silence them, Peter and Paul courageously preached and shared the Good News of salvation in Christ, until they were both martyred.  Their faithfulness and self-giving meant sharing in the victory of Christ.  As Paul says, “I have competed well; I have finished the race; I have kept the faith.   From now on the crown of righteousness awaits me… The Lord will bring me safe to his heavenly kingdom.”  Peter and Paul show us how to live the Christian life.  We are invited to grow and mature in our faith; professing Christ, the Son of the living God.  We are called to be committed disciples, playing our part in the mission of Christ.  We are challenged to courageously accept our mission to preach the Good News in the world, despite the risks and difficulties.

We can powerfully proclaim Christ everyday by the way we live.  Peter and Paul did it.  Ted and Kath do it.  We too can do it.

	SUNDAY 6 JULY 2014 IS ABORIGINAL AND TORRES STRAIT ISLANDER SUNDAY
The Australian Catholic Bishops Conference’s Bishops Commission for Relations with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders has prepared the Alive with Power resource to help Australia Catholics understand the meaning behind this iconic national Catholic celebration. 
“Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Christians have an important role in helping the rest of us discover a sense of God’s presence in our own encounters with the Australian bush, whether it be in mountains, deserts, rainforests or on beaches. We can encounter the Holy Spirit in moments of peace and of quiet joy in the natural world. We can come to a sense of the Spirit breathing through the land, of the Holy Spirit as the ‘Giver of Life’ for the whole creation. The witness of indigenous Australians can teach all members of the Christian community to see that when we gather for Eucharist, and when we bring gifts of bread and wine to the altar, we hold this land with all its creatures up to God. They can teach us that we humans belong to the one community of creation before God, and that in the Eucharist we praise God with this community– ‘All you have created rightly gives you praise’ (3rd Eucharistic Prayer).

There is, then, a close and deep connection between this kind of spirituality and that of Saint Francis of Assisi. Pope Francis points this out: ‘Small yet strong in the love of God, like Saint Francis of Assisi, all of us as Christians, are called to watch over and protect the fragile world in which we live, and all its peoples’ (par. 216). 

Many Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people have joyfully embraced the good news of Jesus, and become part of the community of his disciples. In encountering Jesus they do not abandon their feeling for the land. On the contrary, in him, they find new reasons to love the land and to “care for country.”

CATHOLIC MISSIONS CHURCH APPEAL 5/6 JULY
The mid-year Catholic Mission Appeal (Propagation of Faith) will be held in our Parish on the weekend of the 5th & 6th of July.  The mission appeal reflective theme: “Heal the Broken-Hearted” is inspired by Psalm 147 verse 3:  “He ‘God’ heals the broken-hearted and binds up their wounds”.  As we mark the twentieth anniversary of the Rwandan genocide this year, parishioners are invited to reach out and help the broken-hearted people of Rwanda forgive, heal and unite.  Over twenty years since the horrific 1994 genocide, the Catholic Church in Rwanda has played a major role in helping the Tutsi and Hutu people in their process of healing, reconciliation and forgiveness.  Father Emmanuel Nsengiyumva, the parish priest at Nyamata parish, one of the areas where the genocide experienced some of its worst crimes, has dedicated his life to reaching out and supporting his people in their healing process through the love and forgiveness of Jesus Christ.  Our financial contribution and prayers are needed to help the Rwandan people build new churches as well as for them to be offered counselling and healing classes with scripture teachings to help communities continue to forgive and unite.
