	Vatican II Recycled
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One of the most important documents of the Second Vatican Council is called: “Light of All Nations”, a study of the life of the Church.  Its chapter 4 deals with the laity.  “Pastors also know that they themselves were not meant by Christ to shoulder alone the entire saving mission of the Church.   On the contrary, they understand…that all according to their proper roles may cooperate in this common undertaking”.
Jesus invites all Catholics to share in his ministry of proclaiming the Good News of God’s love to the world.  How are lay people to do this?  The Council tells us: “Laity, by their very vocation, seek the kingdom of God by engaging in temporal offairs and by odering them according to the plan of God”.

“They live in the world…in the ordinary circumstances of family and social life”.

So lay people help to build up the kingdom of God on earth precisely by carrying out the duties of their daily lives.

Sometimes people say that when they have raised their families, when they have retired from work, then they will give more time to God and to prayer.  They look on their daily activities as an obstacle to coming close to God.  The Council says the exact opposite.  It is precisely through their daily activities that they are pleasing God and loving him by doing his will.   Going to work, cleaning the house, shopping, taking children to school, going on holidays – all these activities, if done for God, bring people closer to God.  God does not want lay people to spend hours a day in prayer.  That may be alright for contemplatives, but not for lay people.  Through the example of their lives, lay people witness to those around them what it means to be a Christian.  St Francis of Assisi told his friars: “Proclaim the word of God at all times and, when necessary, use words.”  Example is far more powerful than words.  Shopping for an elderly neighbour, cooking a meal for a sick person, babysitting for a young mother, cutting a lawn – these are all little opportunities of spreading the Good News.  We remember the pagans of old who said in wonderment:  “See these Christians, how they love one another!”  The Council emphasised one very important point:  “The lay apostolate…is a participation in the saving mission of the Church itself.  Through their baptism and confirmation all are commissioned to that apostolate by the Lord himself”.  So your call to the ministry of Christ comes, not from the Pope or the bishops, but from Christ himself.  In the gospel we see the first involvement of lay people in the ministry of Jesus.  Today he invites you to continue his ministry of bringing justice and peace to a troubled world.

	ABORIGINAL AND TORRES STRAIT ISLANDER
          SUNDAY 7 JULY 2013
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This year’s National Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday has as a reflective theme: “PEACE AND MERCY FOR ALL”. Between 1991 and 2011 the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Catholic population increased from 62,000 to 125,000. In their statement letter the Catholic Australian Bishops while acknowledging the difficulties that Indigenous people endured, called all Christians to commit themselves to change for the sake of what is right and the common good. At the heart of action for justice must be the person of Jesus, the Word made flesh who is our model for living. (c/o www.catholic.org.au). The bishops said: “Perhaps the greatest realization we might come to as faithful people, Indigenous and non-Indigenous together is that Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples not only have a rightful place in Australian society but they have a uniquely important contribution to make that will enrich our lives, our nation and our Church.” Blessed Pope John Paul II in his address at Alice Springs, on 29th November 1986 said to the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples: “You are a part of Australia and Australia is a part of you. And the Church herself in Australia will not be fully the Church that Jesus wants her to be until you have made your contribution to her life and until that contribution has been joyfully received by others”.
