	A Crop Fit for Harvest

The kingdom of heaven is central to Jesus’ teaching.  References to the “reign of God” or the “reign of heaven” appear 114 times in the four gospels.  According to our earliest gospel, Mark (1:15: cf. 3:24; 4:11, 26, 30), Jesus initiated his message with the proclamation, “The present era of history is at an end, the reign of God has come near; repent and believe in the good news”.  In Matthew’s gospel, Jesus’ launches his ministry with a similarly bold proclamation of a new era where the poor will become heirs to the kingdom, the meek will take over the earth, and the clean of heart will see God (Mt 5:1-12).
The ‘kingdom language’ in Mark and Matthew is not to be understood primarily as referring to the future heaven of life after death. The kingdom proclaimed by Jesus was an in-breaking God-given reality that would come “like a thief in the night” (Mt 24:43).  This is the sense of the parables presented to us by today’s gospel, where the coming of the kingdom is likened to a field of growing grains, a mustard seed that produces “the largest of plants” (Mt 13:32), and yeast that causes bread to rise.
Jesus was not alone in proclaiming the coming of God’s kingdom since other Jewish groups of the time had similarly proclaimed the reign of God.  But Jesus’ vision was unique in several respects.  Jesus characterised this coming reign of God as a future overturning of the present world order. It implied a new relationship between God and creation.  It promised a rebirth and a regeneration.  The “first will be last and the last first” (Mt 19:30; cf.  Mk 10:31), and those who will be great in God’s reign will be those who serve (Mt 20:26-27).

As a foretaste of the coming kingdom, Jesus ate on different occasions with prostitutes, tax collectors, the sick and infirm.  He reached out to all those who were marginalised by the Jewish Law.  Jesus’ practice of welcoming those “beyond the pale” symbolically demonstrated the loving embrace of God welcoming sinners into the kingdom.

In a similar fashion, today’s parable of the weeds among the wheat (Mt 13:24-30) expresses a notion of a God willing to give sinners the chance to repent of their sins, to change their minds, and to “grow” into a crop fit for God’s harvest.  Similarly, the mustard bush is a weed that in time can become useful, and provide a nesting place for the birds (Mt 13:32) – as Jesus says in the preceding chapter, “a tree is known by the fruit it bears” (Mt 12:33-37).  The point here is that the kingdom of heaven is not simply a future reality for which we must wait, but also a goal towards which we must work.  Hence, Jesus taught that the reign of God was in a sense both future and, yet, already made present in his words and actions, and through the ministry of his disciples.  God reigns now in what we Christians do!
