	 The Way The Truth and The Life
Things won’t always be easy and comfortable for us as Christians.  Jesus’ words in today’s gospel, I have come to bring fire to the earth and division among people, division even in families, strike a startling and unsettling note.  After all, the angels who appeared to the shepherds at Jesus’ birth proclaimed peace on earth.  But here Jesus tells the crowd that he has come not to bring peace, but fire and division.
Yet, if we reflect on Jesus’ life, it is clear from the very beginning and throughout his life that he does indeed bring division.  While the shepherds and the wise men came to worship him, King Herod sought to kill him.  While many are deeply moved by his teaching and preaching and his miracles, some responded by plotting against him and conspiring to destroy him.

The point of the gospel’s message is that following Jesus makes real demands of us, demands that can be very costly, as exampled by the many Christian saints and martyrs through the ages.  The gospel reminds us that Jesus who is the Way, the Truth and the Life necessarily throws into stark relief all in our world that is not right and true and good.  It reminds that, as Jesus’ followers, we are called to walk steadfastly and courageously in his way and to hold firmly and faithfully to the truth that he reveals.

But Jesus’s words today are also a salutary reminder that our faith in Jesus and our commitment to live as Christians will sometimes bring us into conflict with others.  It will cause divisions; because it will at times demand that we dissent from what might be very popular views.  Our faith in Jesus as the Way, the Truth and the Life will not let untruths go unchallenged or what is wrong go unopposed; nor will it sanction violence and destructiveness.  
This dissent and conflict on account of our faith will cause us pain and suffering, just as it did for the prophets of old, and the many saints and martyrs who gave their lives for their faith.  Today, St Luke in his gospel wants us all to understand that things won’t always be easy and comfortable for us as Christians.  We will face opposition and rejection in various forms, perhaps even persecution. We will also at times face division and dissension, even among our families and within our community because of our Christian faith and what we believe to be good, right and true.
The peace the angels proclaimed will indeed come, but not yet!

So today we pray, as today’s reading from the Letter to the Hebrews exhorts us, not to lose sight of Jesus who leads us in our faith and brings it to perfection.  And we pray for strength and courage, patience and perserverance to hold firm to our faith in Jesus who is the Way, the Truth and the Life.
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LOVE IS PATIENT
(Paragraph 92 of Pope Francis’ Letter “THE JOY LOVE”
‘The Joy of Love experienced by families is also the joy of the Church.’ 

Being patient does not mean letting our​selves be constantly mistreated, tolerating phys​ical aggression or allowing other people to use us. We encounter problems whenever we think that relationships or people ought to be perfect, or when we put ourselves at the centre and ex​pect things to turn out our way. Then everything makes us impatient, everything makes us react aggressively. Unless we cultivate patience, we will always find excuses for responding angri​ly. We will end up incapable of living together, antisocial, unable to control our impulses, and our families will become battlegrounds. That is why the word of God tells us: “Let all bitterness and wrath and anger and glamour and slander be put away from you, with all malice” (Eph 4:31). Patience takes root when I recognize that oth​er people also have a right to live in this world, just as they are. It does not matter if they hold me back, if they unsettle my plans, or annoy me by the way they act or think, or if they are not everything I want them to be. Love always has an aspect of deep compassion that leads to ac​cepting the other person as part of this world, even when he or she acts differently than I would like.
