	Freedom to Love 
The words of Jesus to Peter have guided the way that Christians understand authority in the Church, and in particular the authority of the pope.  The Gospel of Matthew records that Jesus asked, “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?”

Peter answers, “You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.”

Jesus replied, “Blessed are you Simon son of Jonah!  For flesh and blood have not revealed this to you, but my father in heaven.  And I tell, you, you are Peter and on this rock I will build my church.”  In the tradition of the Catholic Church, it’s understood Jesus’ words have been the basis for the teaching on the pope’s authority.

Why did Jesus give authority to Peter?  Maybe the church would have been better without authority.  That would be so, if authority was radically authoritarian and demanded blind obedience.  But authority is not its true self if it’s like that.

When we think about authority in our contemporary culture, we may also consider our own freedom.  We want to live our own life:  we want to be true to ourselves.  But we live in a real world and that world includes other people who are also free.  To discover our own freedom, together with the freedom of others, can be a wonderful experience.  But my freedom is true freedom only if it responds to the freedom of others.  One way of experiencing our free relationships with other free people is through the free giving and free receiving of gifts.  Parents freely give the gift of themselves to care for their children.  They enable the free response of their children who respond by their free gift of love in return.  Because parents have this special role in relation to their children, society recognises their authority.  Society respects the authority of parents but if they fail to use their authority well, society may well call them to account.  Pope Francis has received his office as a gift from Christ. As is the case with earlier popes, Pope Francis is recognised as the successor of St Peter.  Pope Francis has not changed the traditional doctrine of the Church in regard to papal authority or other matters.  However, he has dramatically changed the style with which that authority is exercised.  And he wants people to freely express their views.  Pope Francis is reaching out to as many people as possible: that is why he communicates via the web and other modern technologies.  He wants to respond to people’s real needs, that is why he recognises that we are all sinners who need help and healing.  He emphasises mercy; but mercy is not opposed to truth.  Pope Francis knows that the true teaching of Jesus Christ cannot be imposed by law.  It can only be given as gift, freely given to people whom who are free to receive it.

	THE 103rd WORLD DAY OF MIGRANT AND REFUGEES,

Sunday 27th August 2017 Today, the Catholic Church in Australia observes Migrant and Refugee Sunday. The Church in Australia is the Church of migrant Catholics from many countries and where the Holy Mass is celebrated in more than thirty languages every Sunday. Migrants leave their homes in search of a better life and face the difficult experience of migration in its various forms. The theme chosen by Pope Francis for this year’s World Day of Migrants and Refugees is “CHILD MIGRANTS, THE VULNERABLE AND THE VOICLESS”. As Christians, we are called to reach out to and pray for all migrants to emphasise the unity of the human family and the Gospel values of acceptance, hospitality and love of neighbour. This celebration of the Holy Eucharist wishes to be a specific sign of the multi-ethnicity of the Australian continent, or better of its intercultural journey, which means a dialogue among cultures, more so than a simple tolerated coexistence. It is an exchange that enriches everyone, because at the centre is Jesus Christ who asks us to say who he is. In the gospel at the question of “Who do you say I am?” Simon Peter answerd: “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God” … Jesus ordered His disciples not to tell people about the profession of Simon Peter. I believe that we are not to talk about Jesus as Christ but to declare it in our way of life. … Today’s Gospel teaches us that at the heart of the mission there must be an inter-personal relationship. This is most true for the mission to migrants, refugees and people who are on the move for many different reasons. Our parish communities have the responsibility to find migrants and refugees, especially the young migrants and to reach out to them to build inter personal relationships. We need to offer places and opportunities where the migrant youth can express their faith and to share their experience. Very many of the youth in our parishes come from important experiences of faith and involvement in the Church back home and some have suffered a great deal for the sake of their faith. The question: “who do you say I am” challenges us: as Christians, we are called to create inter personal relationships that, by promoting every human person, can bring all to the encounter with Christ recognised as “the Son of God”.
