	 Orthodoxy means what?
How many catechised Christians remember a time when a parent solemnly communicated the most sacred truth of the meaning of the term ‘orthodoxy’?
If so, the conversation may have gone something like this.  “The word comes from the Greek language,” mum said, “just like the New Testament.”  And the child’s eyes grew as wide as the awe she felt stirring in her heart as the sound of such transcendent ideas.  After a short pause, mum continued, “Ortho comes from the word ‘orthe’, meaning right or correct, and ‘doxy’ comes from ‘doxa’ meaning belief or opinion.”
“And so sweetheart,” mum concluded, “Orthodoxy means right belief.”

When mum had finished, the child unfolded her arms, looked up with her big, innocent eyes and said, “Mummy, what’s right belief?”

That was not exactly my experience when I was growing up, but I hear it all the time.  There is of course truth to the mother’s textbook explanation.  But a little exercise in unearthing the origins of words draws up a much richer account of orthodoxy that we no longer sense or understand in the background of the word today.  If the ‘orthe’ means correct, it is because in the everyday context from which it was abstracted for technical and philosophical use, it meant more simply ‘straight, true,’ e.g.  “I agree that line separating our fields is orthe, ‘true’, it will not topple over when our city is attacked.”  And “That path that disappears into the forest is orthe, ‘true’: it will lead you directly to the city.”

And if ‘doxa’ means belief, it is because in the everyday context from which it was abstracted for technical use it meant, more directly, ‘appearance, fame glory,’ as in the doxa, “Splendor of Caesar’s imperial court was a breathtaking sight to the foreign emissary.”  Or from Scripture, a few verses before the first reading in the Book of Wisdom, “Now with you is Wisdom,” Solomon prays, “who understands what is pleasing to you.  Send her forth from the throne of your doxa, glory, that she may be with me.”
When we hear at the end of solomon’s great prayer, “And thus were the paths of those on earth made straight,” we recall the word for made straight shares the same root as the ortho in our ‘ortho-doxy’ and the glory of personified Wisdom that Solomon seeks in his great prayer is the same doxa that we find in second part of our ‘ortho-doxy’.  And so when that time comes to set Robert or Susan on mum or dad’s knee and tell them the sacred meaning of the word, you can say, “Orthodoxy, believing the right things, is the way in which God gives us a share in his bottomless wisdom, creating a straight path for us to walk that leads to his unending glory.”  Or something like that…
