	Be Thankful Always
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For anyone who believes in Jesus and His message, fostering a spirit of gratitude in the heart is absolutely necessary.  In our own experiences, we often feel hurt or disappointed when those whom we have sought to help in their time of need do not express a “thank you”.  We feel deeply that something is missing:  this is the familiar feeling of being taken for granted.
Our scripture readings today tell of two lepers.  They know how to give thanks to God from the depth of their hearts to God.  They are Naaman the Syrian, and the Samaritan whom Jesus healed.

What is grating to the original Jewish audiences is that both these characters who are praised are outside of the Jewish community.  Foreigners they may be, but ingrates they certainly are not.

We sense Jesus’ great disappointment when the “other nine” of his own people do not come to thank Him and praise God.  We can only guess why this was so.  Being healed was a major event for them.  From being ostracised and shunned as lepers, they are restored by Jesus’ healing into the grace of the community.  They were probably appreciative of Jesus healing them, but just didn’t bother to take the step to express their gratitude.  Our contemporary culture is saturated with attitudes of entitlements.  We simply take or demand what we believe to be rightfully ours.  Yet we know deep in our hearts that an inability to receive, and to say “thank you” to one another only diminishes our humanity.  Ingratitude undermines the wellbeing of our families and communities.  That explains why we often get angry with those whom we consider to be ungrateful.  Gratitude helps us not to take one another for granted.  It helps us, too, not to take for granted the earthly resources necessary for our nourishment and human development.  True gratitude is seeing each other and everything as gift to be received.  Neither nature nor anyone owes us a living.  Sometimes we say to one another in all sincerity, “You are pure gift”!  That phrase is a most beautiful expression of an attitude that forms true community reflecting the life of the Trinity.  As St. Paul puts it, owe no one anything except love (Rom 13:8).  Jesus always gave thanks to His Father.  He gave thanks for the wonderful work He saw His Father doing.  He gave thanks for the revelation of the secrets of the Kingdom to the little ones.  Even when everything about his life was about to crash, He gave thanks before He suffered for them.  For Him everything in life - the good, the bad, and the ugly – are part of the mysterious loving providence of His Father for which He was grateful.  His whole life was a life of thanksgiving; is Eucharist.  We cannot be true believers in Jesus and His message unless we also know how to give thanks.  Living a life of gratitude is integral to being a Christian.  To be grateful is to grow in holiness, and to be shaped into God’s beautiful image.  So be thankful always.
