	They Become One Body
There are two ancient creation stories in the book of Genesis and they beautifully complement one another.  Today we hear part of the second story.  It dates back to around 1,000 BC, which ironically makes it about 400 years older than the story, which precedes it.  What makes this story particularly attractive is that it is a loving and tender narrative, which suggests that the creation of our first parents was a process dictated by their need for companionship and mutual support.
By way of contrast, the first story in Genesis is somewhat matter of fact in its description of how God created everything and put our first parents in charge.

When Jesus was challenged by the Pharisees about the fact that Moses had permitted divorce in certain circumstances, he refused to be trapped by them.  He knew they were testing him because their rabbis could not agree as to what constituted sufficient grounds for marital breakdown.  They wanted to see how strict or liberal he was.  Jesus cut through their hypocrisy by moving the debate onto another plane, taking them back to the Genesis story, and to what the Father intended for everyone.

The challenge for us in the Church today is not to fall into the same trap as the Pharisees and set up our own divisions.  For example it would be all too easy to quote Jesus on this occasion and say that this is the last word on the subject.  That leaves those who have suffered the trauma of marital breakdown with a sense of being abandoned by the Church.  It is clear from the history of the Church and the teaching of the New 
Testament as whole that this is a complicated and delicate subject.  The letter to the Hebrews reminds us that Jesus entered into our broken, suffering world for all of us, so there can be no situation, which falls beyond his redeeming love.  Pray today for your families.  Pray that we may treasure the sanctity and permanence of marriage and do all we can to support the families in our parishes.  Pray for those who are in difficulty or whose relationships have broken down.  Give thanks for your children and remember that it is only when we all become like them in trust and dependence that the Lord can reach out to us, bless us and heal us.
The second creation story speaks of our first parents becoming ‘one body’ and we cannot but note the Eucharistic connection.  Just as married couples are called to be the one in Christ intheir sacramental marriages, so are we all called into the one Body of Christ by virtue of our baptism and our celebration of the Eucharist.  We are invited to be guests at the ultimate wedding feast in the Kingdom of Heaven.

All this calls for careful discernment.  We seek to maintain the Church’s clear teaching about the indissolubility of marriage.  At the same time we must try to reach to those whose lives have been shattered by the breakdown of their unions.

THE YEAR OF FAITH
Pope Paul VI had dedicated the year 1967 as a year of faith to commemorate the 19th centenary of the martyrdom of Sts. Peter and Paul calling upon the church to recall and be inspired by the supreme act of witness of these to apostles martyred and collectively and individually, Christians make a sincere profession of faith. This week on the 11th October 2012 we begin another year of faith declared by Pope Benedict XVI with a letter “The Door of Faith”. The door of faith is always open for us, ushering us into the life of communion with God and offering entry into his Church. October 11th, the first day of the year of faith is the 50th anniversary of the opening of the second Vatican Council (Vatican II) and the 20th anniversary of the Catechism of the Catholic Church. During the Year of Faith, Catholics are asked to study and reflect on the documents of Vatican II and the catechism so that they may deepen their knowledge of the faith. The year of faith will conclude on the feast of Christ the King 24.11.2013. Pope Benedict said that the year of faith is a “call to an authentic and renewed conversion to the Lord, the One Saviour of the World”. In other words: the Year of Faith is an opportunity for Catholics to experience a conversion – to turn back to Jesus and enter into a deeper relationship with him. The “door of faith” is open at one’s baptism, but during this year Catholics are called to open it again, walk through it and rediscover and renew their relationship with Christ and his Church.
