	The D Word
In the reading from the gospel (Mark 1, 2-16) the Pharisees question Jesus about the lawfulness of divorce.  Their question concerns only the rights of the man to divorce his wife, ignoring the rights of the woman.  Jesus sets the record straight and in so doing directly challenges the cultural expectations of that era and indeed subsequent eras on the rights of women.
Jesus opens the debate by asking his adversaries about the teaching of Moses.  The Pharisees reply correctly that Moses allowed the husband to write a certificate of divorce and send the woman out of his house.  They have Moses on their side and assume they have won the argument.  But Jesus replies this was not in accord with God’s original plan.  The acceptance of divorce has crept into the Jewish tradition only because of the ‘hardness of the heart’ of the men whom the Pharisees represent. God’s original plan from the beginning of creation was different.  In explaining this plan Jesus cites the text of the book of Genesis that we heard in today’s first reading.

God gives the first man to the first woman and gives the woman to the man, so that they become no longer two but one flesh; united in a loving union by God’s design.  Having lost the argument, the Pharisees disappear.  Jesus then continues the discussion with his disciples; The previous debate concerned divorce; Jesus now turns to the question of remarrying.
In the Jewish law there was no rule against divorce but Jesus gave a new interpretation of the law.  However, there was a law against adultery.   Jesus shows his disciples that disobedience to his interpretation of the law leads to the breaking of the law, because marrying another after divorce is committing adultery.  A man who divorces his wife and marries commits adultery against his wife.  The next verse (12) envisages the situation where a woman could divorce her husband; this was possible in Roman law and indicates that Mark was writing for a community that lived under that law.  Jesus declares that a woman who divorces her husband commits adultery.
Jesus’ teaching on this topic is idealistic and is as difficult for people to accept today, as it was in his own time.  The church must seek to uphold Jesus’ insistence on the equality of women and men in marriage and sustain couples in the difficulties they encounter.  Sometimes marriages break-down and a civil divorce may be necessary to settle questions of finance and child custody.  A divorce in such cases is not a sin and does not mean a person can no longer share in the life of the church. These and other ‘family’ issues will be addressed by the Synod of the Bishops on the Family that starts today and will continue until October 25.
