	Time Out
One of the things I like about going to Mass is that it is ‘time out’, time to set aside the cares and concerns that dominate most of my days, time to think about my life, how I am relating to people, how I am relating to God, where I am heading, and what corrections are needed.
So often I feel like St Paul: I see myself doing what I don’t want to do, and not doing what I want to do (Rom 7:15).  So, for me, going to Mass is a precious time to take a bird’s eye view of my life.  It’s a chance to assess how I am faring, and re-set my compass for the week ahead.  It is even better if I get to Mass a little early or stay a little while afterwards.

An important point for reflection is how I am spending my time and whether I am spending it well.  In some ways, time is like money: we spend it.  Unlike money, however, when time is spent, it is gone and can’t be reclaimed or more of it made.  How we spend our time is important.  Are we spending it on the things that really matter?

Today’s psalm reminds us: “Teach us to count our days aright, that we may gain wisdom of heart.”  The wise person knows that time is precious.  Wisdom of heart is not the same as wisdom of mind!  As the philosopher Blaise Pascal famously wrote, “the heart has its reasons that reason itself does not know.”  The heart knows the importance of love and relationship, care and compassion.

Worshipping with those who are there with me at Mass, I am reminded of my many brothers and sisters, here in Church and in the wider world.  I cannot but notice that most of us look like the walking wounded as we go up to take communion.  The burden of work, our commitments to family, neighbours, friends and colleagues, the responsibilities we have borne, and the sufferings we have endured – all this costs us, take its toll on us.  What we each have gone through is etched into our faces and our hands.

Yet all of us, the walking wounded, are destined for eternal life, made for communion with God.  Our lives, our relationships, our commitments to others and to their welfare – are of eternal significance, to be ever known and loved in God’s eyes.

In today’s gospel, an eager and rich young man, is keen to possess eternal life.  He asks Jesus the burning question:  “Good teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?”  Jesus doesn’t beat around the bush.  “Go, sell what you have, and give to the poor.”  In other words, Jesus tells him, don’t kid yourself.  Possessions in the end count for so little.  Indeed, they can sidetrack you from the things that really matter.  Don’t be ensnared by them.

Don’t be distracted from what is most important in life.  What is important is loving God with all your heart and mind, all your soul and all your strength, and loving your neighbour as yourself.  Here is the pearl of great price.  Time is precious Spend it well. 
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Reach out- ﬁive lfe.
