	Nagging God
During the military junta’s regime in the Argentine, nine thousand women lost their men – husbands and sons.  They are called “the disappeared ones.”  Only one third of their bodies have been recovered.  Each week, these women march through the Plaza in Buenos Aires.  They cry out for justice.  They haven’t got it; but they persist in demanding it.
In today’s gospel, a tenacious widow badgers an unjust judge until he gives her a just judgement.  It is an outcome contrary to his heartless inclinations and his rapacious self-centredness.

We tend to domesticate this gospel story.  We take to heart only one of its messages, namely, that we must be persistent in prayer.  We tend to assign the widow into the ‘pious old dear’ category, and even write her off as one of those obsessive “god-botherers”.  We even think of the judge as being a little like God – someone of importance who hands out judgements.  He might on occasion be persuaded by persistence to be indulgent at the expense of his own convenience.
Such interpretations are erroneous.  God is not like the judge; but the widow is like God.  Or, rather, God is very like the widow.

We are often told in the bible that God is like a woman.  For example: like a woman in labour; like a woman who can never forget the child of her womb; like a mother eagle that shelters her chicks beneath her ample wings.  Today we are told that God is like a nagging widow seeking justice.  (Of course, God has no gender.  However, we humans are obliged to use both masculine and feminine images in order to talk about God.)

The widow is like God because she is so resolute in her demand for justice.  She exercises resolution in a unique womanly way. It is non-violent but nevertheless marked by absolute determination.  She names the injustice.  She denounces it.  She persists in her demands until the matter is rectified.  All this takes time and effort.  But, in the end, victory is hers.

The widow acts as God acts.  God is like her – a mother always advancing the cause of justice for her children.  God does not give up or relent.  Outcomes may take time – even eons – but victory is inevitable.  All things and people will be at peace.  All will be one in God.

God desires that each of us be as persistent as the widow.  Our world and even our personal lives smart at the wounds of injustice.   We are called to seek to remedy all injustice both social and personal by consistently crying out to the just One and asking God’s assistance.

We must pray for ourselves and for others always and not lose heart.
As best we can we must act to relieve our fellow human beings who suffer oppression and injustice.  This is often best done by accessing our inner, feminine-like reserves of compassion and persistence.
