	New Life
As a priest, I have the great privilege of being invited into the lives of people.  There are the times of happiness and joy – births, marriages, baptisms, first Holy Communion, blessing a new home or business, birthdays, anniversaries and graduations.  There are also the times of sadness and struggle – family disputes, breakdown in relationships, infidelity, addiction, sickness, suffering, tragedy and death.  Recently, Phil and Margaret invited me into their lives.  Margaret had been diagnosed with cancer.   Phil came to meet me and ask if I would bless Margaret and give her communion.  In the car Phil said, “I need to tell you something before you see Margaret.  She has cancer and the doctors are not hopeful.  She is receiving treatment but there is little response.  But Father, you cannot mention cancer to Margaret because we haven’t told her.  She would be too frightened if she knew she was going to die.  We told her she has a very bad virus and that she will get better!”
When I met Margaret she was in bed, clasping tightly to a crucifix, and in reasonable spirits.  She spoke of the pain she was experiencing and how the medication helped.  She told me how supportive her family was and how they phoned or visited.  A couple of visits later, Margaret and I spent longer than usual chatting.  From nowhere, Margaret said to me, “I’m ready to go.  I’ve lived my life.  I’m proud of my family.  There is nothing more for me to do.  But I’m worried if they will be alright without me.”

I asked Margaret to open her hands so that we could both look at the crucifix she was holding.  I pointed to the outstretched arms of Jesus and I asked Margaret to focus on them.  I said to her, “When you and God are ready, you reach out and those outstretched arms will enfold you in a loving embrace and take you to the heart of God’s life and love.”  I also suggested to Margaret that those same outstretched arms will lift up and carry her family when she has left them.
Today’s gospel is about resurrection and the new life it brings.  The Sadducees suggest a preposterous example to ridicule belief in the resurrection.  But with supreme confidence, Jesus counters by saying that God “is not God of the dead, but of the living.”

Resurrection is our belief and faith that what happened to Jesus will happen to us as well.  That death is not the end and that we will be with God in eternal glory.  Despite the best efforts of family to ‘protect’ her, Margaret is ready for Jesus’ promise of everlasting life.  For now, she is focused on the outstretched arms of Jesus; content to wait till God calls her to fullness of life.
