	Christ for others
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Advent is a time of waiting in hope and expectation.  For the Church, Advent is the season that prepares us for the celebration of a birth and a birthday: Jesus Christ on the ‘first Christmas’.  However, this is not simply a celebration of an event that occurred some two thousand years ago.  This first coming of Jesus Christ on the ‘first Christmas’.  This first coming of Jesus Christ includes his birth, public life and ministry, his death and resurrection, as well as his continuing presence among us.  This is what we celebrate in the Church’s liturgy, especially the Eucharist; it is also at the heart of Christian mission which sees Christ present in every person, tribe, people and nation, as throughout the whole of creation.  Advent, then, is meant to awken us to this reality that Jesus Christ was born in Bethlehem, grew up in Nazareth, ministered throughout Galilee and was crucified and rose from the dead in Jerusalem.  He ascended to the Father and continues now as ‘light of the world’ in which we live today.  In other words, this first coming of Jesus Christ is an ongoing event calling us ever and always to centre our lives on his teaching and example, and to recognise his living presence in our Church and world.  While all this is central to our Christian faith, we do well to think about what the Scriptures call the second or final coming of Jesus Christ.  Today’s readings reflect this emphasis on the return of Jesus Christ at the end of time when we are called to judgment.  Remembering that “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today and tomorrow” (Hebrews 13:8), we need to read his role as judge of the living and the dead in relation to his central message of the “Kingdom of God” yet to come and already present among you.  Equally central to this message is the call to repentance and the offer of salvation.  We are not called to live our lives in fear and dread.  Of all people, Christians should be full of joyful expectation in the knowledge that the one who comes to judge is also the one whose love for us and offer of salvation are so poignantly expressed in the figure of Christ on Calvary.  Christians are no longer so narrow-sighted to think only they will be ‘saved’; rather they see their mission to the world to be Christ for others and to show that God’s divine mercy and forgiveness are offered to all.  Or, in the words of Pope Francis, “The mercy of God is the mission of the Church”.

	SUNDAY 27th NOVEMBER 2016 NATIONAL DAY OF CELEBRATION FOR
THE 30th ANNIVERSARY OF ST JOHN PAUL II’s ADDRESS
TO ABORIGINAL AND TORRES STRAIT ISLANDER PEOPLES.
It has been 30 years since Saint John Paul II spoke of the richness and pride of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Culture whilst, at the same time, he highlighted the injustices and challenges that Australia’s first people faced. Fortunately the richness of culture, remain through adversity but unfortunately many of the challenges described in 1986 still remain. 
On this special anniversary the Darwin Bishop and Chairman of the Bishops’ Commission for Relations with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples, Bishop Eugene Hurley, said in his address: “It is appropriate that we celebrate and observe the thirtieth anniversary of the visit (of Pope JP2 to Alice Springs), as we prepare for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ in Advent. It is an opportune time to remind us of the words of Pope St. John Paul II (to the first peoples of Australia): 
---‘You are part of Australia and Australia is part of you. And the Church herself in Australia will not be fully the Church that Jesus wants her to be until you have made your contribution to her life and until that contribution has been joyfully received by others.’” 
Bishop Eugene continued on by saying: “This is the right time and place when we, the Church, are invited and encouraged to listen to our Indigenous sisters and brothers and look at specific actions we need to take to ensure the meaningful roles and contribution of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples in our Church and Society. This timely theme (of Rebirth and Hope) is an invitation and call to us to create and ensure a change in societal attitude and promote not only Rebirth and Hope but justice and equal rights of Indigenous peoples”
