	An end to injustice 
In the Scriptures, we read of great men calling their families to his side to give them a final testament before dying.  Jacob blessed his 12 sons, Moses encouraged the Israelites to go forward with courage as they crossed into the Promised Land.
King David called Solomon and appointed him to succeed him as king.  Similarly, in this gospel we hear Jesus giving his disciples part of his final message, instructing them how to live in times of oppression and upheaval.

St Mark was writing his gospel at a time when his people were undergoing persecution in Rome.  To give them hope, Mark gave them Jesus’ vision of the future.

Jesus had warned his disciples there would be a time of intense suffering.  He then went on to describe the collapse of the heavenly bodies; the sun and moon would be darkened and the stars would fall from the sky.    This really amounted to the end of the world as we know it.

However, the good news is that these frightening phenomena would be a sign of the imminent coming of the Son of Man, not in the form of a baby or a criminal dying on a cross, but in glory as Lord of heaven and the universe.

He would come for the final judgment of the human race and to establish definitively God’s Rule on earth.  The messiah will complete his task on earth of overcoming all opposition to God’s Rule.

At Calvary, Jesus broke the power of evil through his obedience to his Father’s Will and his Father raised him to the right hand of God.  At the end of the world, Jesus will appear with divine authority and glory to establish his Kingdom throughout the whole world.

To make his point, Jesus uses the figure of a fig tree, which sprouts its leaves in spring.  The appearance of the leaves is a sign that summer is near.  Similarly, these rather grim events are a sign that the good times are coming.  One gospel writer says that when these events take place, we should lift up our heads in hope.  God will bring everything to a triumphal conclusion.  All the injustices of the world will be remedied.  However, no one, not even Jesus, knows the exact time of the end of the world.
What does all this mean for us?  The prayer of today’s Mass tells us that full and lasting happiness is found in serving with constancy the Author of all that is good.  Let us live for the day, offering to God everything that happens so that our whole day becomes a prayer.

Let us especially remember the words of Jesus at the Last Supper: “This is my commandment: love one another as I have loved you”.
